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HESYCHASM IN THE CULTURE OF KIEVAN RUS’ IN 11-12 CENTURIES

Abstract: There is still no consensus in the scientific studies about the role of Byzantine
Hesychasm in the culture of Kievan Rus’ of the 11"-12" centuries. Hesychasm is
considered as an Orthodox mystical doctrine, theory and practice of transformation or
“deification” (“theosis”) of a person. The paper undertakes the analysis of three directions
in the Old Russian philosophical in order to reveal the influence of hesychasm on them.
The theological and church (Hilarion of Kiev, K. Smolyatich and K. Turovsky) and the
monastic-ascetic (Saints Anthony and Theodosius of the Caves) directions were clearly
visible already in the 11"—12" centuries. Under the influence of intensified paganism
the secular-rationalist direction (V. Monomakh and D. Zatochnik) was formed in the
12" century. First of all the influence of Byzantine Hesychasm’s ideas may be observed
in terms of the first two directions. Theodosius of the Caves can be considered as the
founder of the Old Russian Hesychasm, a distinctive feature of which is the ideal of
active holiness. However in general, the influence of ascetic hesychasm on the culture
of Rus’ was insignificant, which is explained by the stability of the pagan tradition.
While the doctrine of practical ways to achieve “theosis” turned out to be the most
important for the monks of the Kiev-Pechersk Lavra, the issues of moral and ethical
nature were of primary interest to Old Russian thinkers. In the search for new moral
values and guidelines for the young Christian state, the teaching of the Byzantine
Church Fathers became especially important for him. Metropolitans Hilarion of Kiev
and Clement Smolyatich, Bishop Kirill of Turov, Prince Vladimir Monomakh strove for
synthesizing the ideas of patristics with a Slavic spiritual tradition. The patristic concept
of “deification of the flesh” was perceived in Rus’ in its ethical aspect as the doctrine of
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the moral perfection of man through love, patience, humility, non-possessiveness, and
the practice of prayer.

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Abstract: The paper explores linguistic and cultural peculiarities of the formation
of structural elements of the Christian Liturgy in the historical context. It involves a
comparative analysis to find the connection between liturgical worship and archaic
elements of preceding cult rites and practices. The use of a hermeneutic approach
within the field of historical liturgics and liturgical theology allows us to come closer to
the structural understanding of underlying meaning of the liturgical divine service —
a sacrament of the Eucharist. The object under study is a liturgical worship of the
Christian Church, the tradition of which has a direct (albeit formal) connection with
the temple-synagogue worship of the old Testament times, yet being essentially the
gospel of the New Testament — a fundamentally new religious view of life, death,
eternity and human salvation. The subject of the study is the structure of the Divine
Liturgy, with mysterious meaning of Christianity manifesting through the archaic
elements in the composition thereof — the mystery of human salvation. The tracing of
the cult connection of liturgical worship with the archaic elements of preceding rites
and cult practices concretize scientific ideas about history of the shaping of liturgical
worship. Moreover, examining of the Liturgy in the historical and cultural context of its
emergence furthers our understanding of structural elements of the Divine Service, and
its underlying meaning — the sacrament of the Eucharist.

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OF ANCIENT RUSSIAN ART: TO THE ISSUE OF A NEW INTERPRETATION
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Abstract: Old Russian art, on the one hand, is divided into a number of areas:
architecture, painting, applied art, literature, music. These areas have been well studied
by prominent Russian and foreign experts. On the other hand, Old Russian art is an
integral phenomenon that has not been sufficiently studied in all its directions. There
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are, however, serious developments of professors D. S. Likhachev, V. L. Yanina,
G. M. Prokhorov, V. G. Bryusova and others, who were taken into account in this study.
The purpose of our research was to consider ancient Russian art in its entirety along the
entire centuries-old path of development. In this case, the methods of complex source
study and integration of sources were applied, which gave new positive results. Within
the framework of Old Russian art, architecture is the most representative. On its basis,
there is painting, applied art, singing and much more. Having passed through the epochs
of the Byzantine, specific, monumental and baroque stages, Old Russian architecture
is the most visible and essential embodiment of these eras. In the 17" century in the
Baroque era, Ancient Russian architecture, together with literature, fine arts, singing,
begins to change in the direction of the new European trend.

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COLLECTION OF ENGRAVINGS BY D. A. ROVINSKY
AND ITS RELEVANCE FOR RUSSIAN CULTURE

Abstract: Graphic art lovers emerged as a distinct group among collectors of the second
half of the 19" century. Dmitry Alexandrovich Rovinsky (1824—1895) was the first
to address systematic collecting and studying of the graphics in Russia. He began to
establish his collection of Russian graphics, engravings and popular prints in the times
when collectors were generally highly dismissive of national production of this kind.
Rich collections over 88000 of sheets of graphic art came to be the result of collecting
activities of D. A. Rovinsky. According to his will, all his unique collection is accepted
for safekeeping in the state museums funds and libraries. By publishing over 40 volumes
of research Rovinsky awoke society's interest towards national art and ethnography.
Russian engraving attained global prominence: booksellers and antiquaries in Europe
even held special folders with Russian engravings named “Rossica”. Not a single Russian
museum had collected engravings, early printed books, wood engravings, lithographies
or popular prints before. Even Emperor's public library had rather poor engravings’
collection. Extensive engravings collection of Rovinsky, which has enriched state
museums’ funds, is unique by its volume, quality and level of exploration. The collector
had developed a certain algorithm: to find out about an engraving, to find and purchase
it, to study then publish the results obtained. By publishing his findings the collector
passed on his priceless experience of systematizing of collection, and the impulse for
studying and preserving cultural heritage.

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THE IMPORTANCE OF “CULTURAL ENVIRONMENT”
IN ASSESSING THE PHENOMENON
OF CULTURE. UNKNOWN ITINERANTS

Abstract: The paper aims to consider the artifact taking into account cultural environment
and existing trends of the social, political and cultural life of the period under study.
By the example of the Itinerants (Peredvizhnichestvo, “Society for Circulating Art
Exhibitions”), a bright cultural phenomenon in Russian art of the latter half of 19"
century, artifact’s study method was suggested, regarding the work of artists less known
in comparison to the famous Society members.

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V. Ia. BRIUSOV AND THE SYNTHESIS OF ARTS
(REGARDING HIS WORK ON THE NOVEL “THE FIERY ANGEL”)

Abstract: This paper focuses on the visual component in the edition of V. Ia. Briusov’s
novel “The Fiery Angel” published in the author’s lifetime (1909). It aims to characterize
Briusov’s work with verbal and graphical aspects while creating the novel viewed as
a synthetic, two-sided entity, in which the appearance and structure are fused with its
actual contents. The idea of mutual enrichment of literature and visual arts was one
of the key ideas in the artistic vision of writers of the 20th century. It was the artistic
amalgam that they sought, which allowed them to organically develop it into an entirely
new technique and the language they needed to embody their new vision of the world
and further their understanding of the artistic process. By analyzing the particularities
of the images that Briusov introduced in this edition and the meticulous work he
conducted portraying characters in the text, the author comes to a conclusion that the
involvement of various materials allowed the writer to use “‘material metaphors” to start
a polylogue with the text considering the multitude of styles, themes and emotions.
Both consciously and subconsciously Briusov connects the features of “languages” of
various arts, thus paving the road to a new organic form of art, about which he wrote in
the article, dedicated to K. D. Balmont’s poetry “Let Us Be Like the Sun!”.

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The concept of mutual enrichment of literature and visual arts was one of the key ideas
in the artistic vision of writers of the 20™ century. It was the artistic amalgam they sought,
which allowed them to organically form it into an entirely new technique and the language
they needed to embody their new vision of the world and their understanding of the artistic
process [11; 12].

The idea of a creative person being a “consonance of gifts” was one of the most
productive ideas of the Silver Age, where symbolism, acmeism and futurism worked together
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under the banner of community of muses. Synthetic forms of art, such as theater, opera, ballet,
architecture and publishing were flourishing. A. A. Blok in his article “Bereft of God, of
Inspiration” (1921) summarized the previous decades with the following words: “In Russia,
painting, music, prose and poetry are inseparable, and philosophy, religion, society and even
politics are indistinguishable from them. Together they form a united, powerful stream that
carries the precious weight of national culture” [3, p. 176]. Creative people became “universal
artists” who mastered or at least attempted to master all the possible languages of art. Poets and
writers borrowed the arsenal of artists by inserting color palette in their prose and poetry, and
artists wrote texts basd on their paintings (M. A. Voloshin, K. A. Korovin). Famous modernist
architects of this time not only created projects of houses and homesteads, they also planned
the interiors, drew sketches of furniture, wallpapers, stained-glass windows and forgings.
Accomplished modernist painters did not limit themselves to painting, they also tried their
hand in architecture and theater (M. A. Vrubel made frescoes, panels, theatrical decorations
and illustrated books, while S. V. Malyutin established a woodworking workshop that created
furniture based on his sketches) [14].

V. la. Briusov, who might seem disinterested in painting and graphical arts at first,
was in fact the author of numerous drawings and sketches that employed various techniques.
M. B. Shaposhnikov published some of his works in the book “P. S. Solov’eva. V. Ia. Briusov.
M. A. Voloshin. A. A. Blok. A. Bely” (2016). It includes training sketches, pictures of fantastic
creatures, landscapes and portraits of contemporaries, made with pencil, ink and quill. Briusov
does not employ color (watercolor or pencils) in his work, he often draws only the outlines of
objects and highlights important details by applying more pressure to the pencil.

It is known that Briusov’s archive contains lithographs and drawings by A. Kubin. The
most common themes of his dark and gloomy drawings made between 1900 and 1905 are
sleep, life and death and other worlds. M. B. Shaposhnikov believes that “Briusov enjoyed the
mystical and tense style of the Austrian painter and his own drawings became something of
an imitation of the graphical works” [20, p. 81] of Kubin. For example, a drawing of a figure
in monk’s robe and Death (1906), created when Briusov was working on “The Fiery Angel”,
indeed resembles the style of Kubin’s early works (figures 1-2).

Typography and publishing was very important for Briusov, he maintained close
contact with Russian and foreign artists who made vignettes for “Vesy”. Along with “Vesy”
and his editorial activities in the publishing house, Briusov worked hard on his own collections.
A book ceased to be a book in its most common understanding, it became an organic follow-
up to the very essence of the poet, hence the close attention to publishing. Books were often
accompanied by notes and comments. For example, “Urbi et Orbi” had an extravagant note
(according to G. A. Tolstykh) that simply read “This edition will not be repeated” [17, p. 216].
Similar notes used to be included in western bibliophilic editions and signified the unique
nature of the author’s accomplishments. Briusov needed such eccentricity in order to present
symbolism as an important literary phenomenon and to “mythologemically legitimise himself
within the circle of institutional artistic lawmakers as a notable figure, as one of the powerful
Influencers of contemporary Russian art” [10, p. 142].

The aim of this article is to characterize Briusov’s ideological and technical work on
the textual and graphic aspects of a book in “The Fiery Angel” (the 1909 edition), viewing the
book from a synthetic standpoint, as a unity of verbal and graphic materials.

A book is a special, two-sided entity, whose “material base (appearance and structure)
is constructively inseparable from its contents (information and purpose), which differentiates
it from every other form of mass media” [8, p. 12]. E. V. Zavadskaya in one of her works
writes that for Jorge Borges, for example, each letter in a book was not a dress for a thought,
but rather “a given thought itself” [9, p. 216]. Thus, a reader’s response is generated by the
textual component of a work, enclosed in a book form.

It is worth noting beforehand that the concept of synthesis of arts does not mean simple
superficial coexistence of various forms of art and techniques. V. A. Favorskiy, a theorist
and historian of art and an engraver, who studied the topic of synthesis of arts in theory
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and practice, described the mechanics of fusing various languages of art as follows: “Each
sensory field has its own method of perception, its own structure; by fusing together they
break down this structure and turn reality into chaos and disorder. Only a complex of methods
can give shape to the entirety of reality. The methods fuse into one system, forming certain
ties in specific order, relying on each other, connecting but never fully blending together”
[18, p. 279]. Simultaneous usage of different languages of art stimulates the appearance of
numerous material metaphors, “relating to various sensory fields and themes; first of all, the
connection between a given work of art and our actual reality, our physical forms becomes
more apparent; second, it makes the dialectic structure of the world even more apparent” [18,
p. 281]. Favorskiy uses work on the decoration of one’s own book or on a text of another
author as an example.

In the case of the 1909 edition of “The Fiery Angel”, Briusov worked on inserting
the book in its entirety in the context of medieval art. The edition of 1908 that consisted of
two books included original vignettes by J. Sattler. Working on the 1909 edition, Briusov
deliberately chose prints from the 15th and 16th centuries (the time period in which the novel is
set) as illustrations [4]. He wrote about it in the prefix to the second edition. Briusov’s collected
works in seven volumes, edited by P. G. Antokol'skiy, A. S. Myasnikov, S. S. Narovchatyy
and N. S. Tikhonov, includes a note saying that the text of “The Fiery Angel” is provided
in accordance to the original edition of the 1909 [19, p. 349], however the text prepared for
publishing in the fourth volume does not mention the prints (the list of illustrations is given
in the end of the 1909 edition). “The Prefix to the Russian Edition” is said to have been taken
from the 1909 edition, but in it the prefix was titled “The Prefix to the Second Edition”. The
authors of the collected works decided to omit Briusov’s notes and comments to the prefix
of the 1909 edition on the subject of aims and scopes of this new edition, but we believe that
they should be mentioned in our research. In particular, Briusov believes that it is important
to point out that this edition includes various materials that can shed some light on the time
period that the novel is set in, and that “the decorations in the book copy the prints of late 15®
and 16™ centuries. The only exception is one print from the early 17" century that we had to
use because we were unable to find an older printed portrait of Faust” [4, p. VIII].

It is known that this edition of “The Fiery Angel” (1909), decorated by Briusov
himself, sparked controversy among his contemporaries. A. Ia. Levinson, a correspondent
of the “Sovremenny Mir” magazine, wrote on the subject of applied art of book publishing
that cannot substitute true art. He believed that imitating antique binding with cabbalistic
symbols and decorating the pages of the book overshadowed the artistic value of the novel
itself [4, p. 347], however it only proved that such decorations did not go unnoticed. Briusov
also passed on his reverence towards books to the protagonist, Ruprecht. He considers books
to be the true treasure of humanity and enjoys Glok’s lectures on the features, pros and cons
of various fonts (gothic, roman, antiqua, bastard and italic). Briusov’s aims were out of reach
for regular critics. The prints that he chose create a certain presentive perception of images —
historically and ethnographically accurate depictions of ““a German farmer of the 16" century,
a lady and a lansquenet” [1, p. 97].

History becomes the subject of artistic depiction, Briusov introduces the historical
images into the novel not only through text, but also through typography. One of Briusov’s
aims was a so-called “expansion”. Book publishers believe that in both fiction and non-fiction
any kind of illustration, which serves to explain any part of the text, performs the function of
expansion by its very definition. An illustration always “expands” the information contained

in a text by providing additional information that the text lacks, however the key points for
illustrations do not always coincide with key points of plot development or introductions
of new characters. For example, Briusov puts a portrait of Erasmus of Rotterdam in the
prefix, yet he is not a character in the novel, only his works are mentioned there [1, p. 9].
The portrait is minimalistic with very few details, but it is made in the style of xylography,
which was characteristic for portraits and illustrations in books in the novel’s alleged time
period. Briusov’s task in this case consisted of selecting a suitable existing picture that would
correspond with the selected historical era and style in general [6, p. 158—159] (figure 3).

The other task of an author who chooses to decorate their own works is, however,
considerably more difficult. It can be very problematic to find the appropriate pictures that
convey a specific meaning and are made in the style the author needs. All the portraits included
in the 1909 edition are prints.

V. V. Pakhomov in the second part of “The Art of Book”, sub-titled “Illustration”,
formulates an issue of “how and to what degree the compositional and descriptive methods of
an artist correspond with those of the author of a given literary work” [16, p. 317]. He believes
that this topic is not studied enough and therefore scholars have to study “the entirety of an
artist’s arsenal of graphical and compositional methods: line, shape, light, color, methods of
depicting objects, space, etc. that were used to create an image, in their typical and not specific
form, i.e. as a characteristic graphical system, applied to the understanding of a given literary
work” [16, p. 318]. “Characteristic graphical system” is the key concept in illustrating a work
of art. Pakhomov uses illustrations to Ancient Greek myths as an example. He believes that
it can prove useful to study the forming of connections between illustrations and literary
material in modern history, to what degree the illustrations correspond with mythology,
what new aspects of it the artists see and what graphical methods they use. The structure
of images in myths leads to certain graphical peculiarities: “It is impossible to imagine the
events unfolding in myths as real, in a real artistic sphere and in real picturesque color” [16,
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p- 328]. The best way to convey the greatness of this imagery is with a simple line that defines
the silhouette and nominally creates volume and space. Pakhomov believes that printing,
characterized by its integrity and monumental nature, is the best technique in this case. The
specifics of such form of art as printing (especially in the form of an illustration) is impossible
to comprehend without understanding the mechanics of its appearance, usage, creation and
perception’.

Publishers begin to use plates (a form of prints) as book illustrations in the first century
of the existence of printing (the 15™ century). At this time only two types of prints existed
in Europe: engraving (cutting prints on metal) and xylography (prints on wood). Engraving
was more popular in the South, while xylography was mostly used in the North (most notably
in Germany). A. A. Leshchinskiy believes that “xylography and its plastic language are
still closely tied to medieval art, while engraving embodies the primary tendencies of the
Renaissance” [13, p. 51]. Xylographical techniques correspond to the German graphical style
of the middle of 15" century. The drawings consist of “straight, rigid lines, clothing folds
often end up in pointy hooks or split up, turning into something resembling tree branches” [15,
p. 82]. Lighting and shades are often missing, but the contour is occasionally supplemented
by parallel strokes or strips of shade from ceiling beams. Images have graphical perspective,
but it is very simplistic [15, p. 82]. Early xylography was closely tied to publishing, while
engraving quickly transcended the boundaries of books. A wooden board with a relief painting
is similar to a typographical form, which is why it was used in printing book illustrations.
Yu. Ia. Gerchuk in his “History of Graphics and the Art of Book™ writes that “despite its
simplicity, early xylography became an integral and organic form of art right away”, and
“its laconic graphical language, characterized by flatness and the type and scale of its pointy
strokes, was born from the natural properties of the material and tools” [7, p. 140]. Another
characteristic property of xylography is its “relative independence from the book, for which it
was originally created, from its place in the printing form” [7, p. 155]. The schematic nature
of early printed illustrations is symbolic, rather than graphical (unlike paintings, for example).
This was the reason for the expansion of printing’s possibilities, when the same picture “could
depict, depending on the context, different characters, locations and events” [7, p. 156]. As
an example, Gerchuk uses Hartmann Schedel’s “World Chronicle” (late 15th century), where
one portrait is attributed to one of the biblical forefathers, Homer’s protagonist, a Roman poet
and a German knight. The contemporary reader evidently didn’t need the authentic depiction
of images and events, “being satisfied with having at least approximate graphical parallels to
the events, mentioned in the text” [7, p. 157—158]. The very act of connecting a verbal image
with its graphical counterpart was what created the feeling of integrity and believability.

Xylography returns on the turn of the 20™ century, overshadowing the impressionist
etching and the decorative lithography, losing the reproductory role and gaining (technically
speaking, copying it from ancient prints) new meaning and aesthetic functions. Artists that
decorated collections of poetry turned to the traditions of medieval printing, fusing its features
with the graphic language of their contemporary artistic schools: “A classic example of
cooperation between a poet and an artist is ,,Bestiary, or the Procession of Orpheus” (1910)
by G. Apollinaire with cropped xylographies by R. Dufy, which magnificently combined the
antique tradition of medieval animal transformations with the graphic language of the age of
cubism” [7, p. 266].

Indeed, the black and white xylography, light with artistic details, provided numerous
new possibilities for a dialogue between text and picture. The images that appeared in the

! Due to the specifics of this research it primarily focuses on the history of xylography.
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text became more colourful and picturesque against a printed background. For example, the
character portraits in “The Fiery Angel” are simplistic yet colorful, compared to the prints
that Briusov chose as illustrations for the book. This is a result of his meticulous work with
historical documents, depicting the appearance of farmers and villagers in “The Fiery Angel”
time period.

It is well known that Briusov drew maps and sketches of houses and costumes himself
when he was studying the land, dwellings and appearance of characters for “The Fiery Angel”.
There are preserved sketches of Ruprecht and Renata’s home in Cologne (they depict an
altar, a bed, a closet, a corridor and a fireplace) and “portraits” of Germans of the 16™ century.
K. A. Barsht points out this type of work, which is essentially a synthetic fusion of literature
and artistic techniques, as a separate and significant point in his article “On the Typological
Connections between Literature and Painting (on the Materials of Russian Art of the 19
Century)”: “A writer turns to drawing as a phase of working on their literary work™ [2, p. 11].

The two pictures were published in V. Ia. Briusov’s collected works, in the fourth
tome, which is dedicated to “The Fiery Angel”. However, these drawings were put there by
publishers and editors, who worked on this collection. Briusov indeed drew sketches that
he apparently needed to visualize the aspects of the novel, such as costumes of that era,
more clearly, and not as illustrations for the novel. Apart from the sketches in the Manuscript
Department of the RSL (Fund 386), a number of other sketches and drawings were successfully
preserved: a drawing of a man on a balcony?, that corresponds with the plot of “The Fiery
Angel” (in the 12" chapter a lonely Ruprecht cries on a balcony of the von Vellen castle [5,
vol. 4, p. 220-221]), an unshaded drawing of an archbishop* (the 13™ chapter deals with
the arrival of archbishop of Trier). The pages 11-13 and 18-19 bear complete or partial
sketches of costumes and hairstyles drawn in ink and supplemented by verbal descriptions of
details and color palettes of various dresses. In order to reproduce them Briusov studied the
publication of Friedrich Hottenroth, a historian and engraver, titled “Deutsche Volkstrachten,
stadtische und landliche, vom XVI. Jahrhundert an bis zum Anfange des XIX. Jahrhunderts™.
He was primarily interested in the costumes of Western Germany, specifically Cologne and
its surrounding area, which Hottenroth described in the second volume of his book, titled
“Volkstrachten aus West- und Nordwest-Deutschland” (1900). Apart from the drawings
of groups of people, a Jew, a peasant woman with a goose, various boots and headdresses
(apparently belonging to craftsmen)®, Briusov also left sketches of a doctor, an innkeeper,
a townswoman, noble ladies and a peasant from the outskirts of Cologne. The sketch of the
doctor is accompanied by a note “Clad in all black”. He wears a cape and a round hat. There
is a description of the doctor who treated Ruprecht in the novel: “Visitors knocked on our door
more often that we would expect, because Mathew, slightly shamed by my misfortune but still
full of his healthy energy and kind-hearted joy, visited me every day, and so did Lucian Stein
who persistently inquired about my ilness in order to report my condition to count Heinrich.
Lastly, i was visited daily by a doctor, invited here by Mathew, who wore a black cape and a
round hat, a pedantic and ignorant man, to whom I owe my life in the least possible amount”
[5, vol. 5, p. 164]. Later on Ruprecht will call him “the black doctor”. Thus, Briusov’s sketch
received a verbal representation in the novel (figures 4, 7).

There is a drawing of an innkeeper on the same page, with the main colors of his
costume listed underneath: “Hat — black, black jacket, yellow and pink pants, pink garters’”.
However, the description of his clothing didn’t make it into the novel.

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Briusov also writes here the following: “Loose hair were strictly an attribute of brides.
Women made their hair in braids and wrapped them around so that they would stick to the
sides. They often wore false braids. Bright golden hair was especially popular. Women often
dyed their hair in this color. They wore bonnets of white® linen’. A headdress would end
with a net of golden and silver cords, badges, pearls, gemstones or silk, velvet, needlework,
decorations or brocade. On leaving the house women would cover their heads with a hood™°.
Below there is a drawing of a hooded woman. A very similar drawing can be found illustrating
the text of F. Hottenroth’s “Volkstrachten aus West- und Nordwest-Deutschland” [21, p. 65].
Briusov’s text is essentially a short synopsis of the description of women’s costumes and
headdresses given in Hottenroth’s book. The colored sketch that he made is a copy of a
drawing, included by Hottenroth in the addendum to his edition'’. It is a drawing of a woman,
dressed in a long blue hooded cloak and a blue and pink blouse. A loose hood is a constant part
of Renata’s clothing, which allows her to protect her hairstyle. Near the end of the first chapter
of “The Fiery Angel” the heroine appears, dressed as an elegant noblewoman (vornehme
frau): “While I was standing in front of the hostess who kept complaining and did not know
what to do, the door of the house suddenly opened and Renata appeared on the doorstep. She
was dressed in a long blue silken cape with a hood that covered her face and a pink blouse
with white and dark blue decorations, just how the rich women of Cologne used to dress” [5,
vol. 5, p. 35]. Thus, Briusov almost identically recreated the aforementioned visual image in
verbal form (figures 5, 6).

Briusov gives the following portrait (of Mathew’s sister, who Ruprecht meets in the
8th chapter), based on the description of traditional appearance of a woman from the suburbs
of Cologne: “When we walked through the dining room full of old, heavy German furniture, a
young girl in a pink dress, green apron and a golden belt suddenly ran out of the adjacent room
and upon seeing us stopped, clearly embarrassed, not knowing what to do. Her slim, tender
figure, childish oval face with long jagged eyelashes above her blue eyes, golden braids, laid
under a white bonnet, all of it looked to me, tortured by the images of anguish, used to the
faces distorted with lust and desperation, the way an angel’s flight must look to the damned
souls, waiting at the entrance to hell. I stood there, confused, not knowing whether I should just
walk past her or bow, or maybe speak to her, and Mathew laughed uproariously, witnessing
our confusion” [5, vol. 5, p. 152]. On the one hand, such portrait recreates the appearance
of a typical citizen, which, according to the intentions of notorious mystifier Briusov, would
refer the readers to the novel’s time period, and on the other hand it points out the tortured
facial features of Renata, juxtaposing them to those of a beautiful girl, almost a child, who
represents the traditional image of a blonde girl (figure 8).

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Thus, the text of this literary work, the detailed verbal descriptions of costumes and
Briusov’s ideas regarding the typography of “The Fiery Angel”, which were realized by him
choosing the early examples of prints and including them in the 1909 edition of the novel,
engage in a polylogue. The usage of various materials allows the writer to use “material
metaphors” to start a dialogue with the text in regards to the multitude of styles, themes and
emotions.

Both consciously and subconsciously Briusov connects the features of “languages”
of various arts, thus paving the road to a new form of art, about which he wrote in the article,
dedicated to K. D. Balmont’s poetry “Let Us Be Like the Sun!” [5, vol. 6, p. 374-375]. The
book culture changed dramatically after the symbolists. Futurists, for example, learned a lot
from them and went even further with their ideas (for example, making books completely by
hand, from illustrations to covers).

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RUSSIAN CULTURE
IN THE MODERN GERMAN INTERPRETATION.
BASIC APPROACHES

Abstract: German scientists are known for their outstanding research of Russia, its
history and culture. In the present, Russian studies in Germany are being liberated
from western cliches of the Cold War period and post-perestroika times. The search
for new research paradigms has become more relevant. A complex cultural hybridism
raises questions before European Slavists regarding Russia's geographical and cultural
affiliation to the West or the East, Europe or Asia. The article presents the collective
research of German Slavists, culturologists and sociologists of recent years, dedicated
to Russia and its historical fate — from the general philosophical issues of Russian
civilization to specific ways of modern media communications. Actual perceptions of
Russia within German science have a wide range. Among the Slavists in Germany,
voices are heard calling to get rid of mutual fears and projections and deconstruct the
topos of Russia as the topos of the “alien” and to openly approach the consideration of
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the phenomena of Russian civilization. One of the important means of comprehending
Russian culture is deemed to be the Russian art. It is traditionally suggested to continue
the study of the Euro-forming link within Russian culture, the mutual influence of
Russia and Europe. Some German scholars are making persistent attempts to discover
an Asian trace in Russian culture in the spirit of neo-Eurasian ideas.

Abstract: The paper provides a detailed analysis of the psychological impact of
advertising materials in social networks on the culture of the information society and the
consciousness of the target audience. In addition, the authors consider the main functions
and goals of modern advertising, as well as the main techniques of manipulation and
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conditioning of consumer behavior. The key focus in this paper is set on the study
of the popular social network Instagram in Russia. It includes specifying features of
advertising materials placed in this network and listing the ways of influencing the
users' consciousness. The authors also conducted a sociological survey of the Instagram
audience, the purpose of which was to confirm the hypothesis about the psychological
impact of advertising materials in this network on the consciousness of users and the
culture of modern consumer society. The results obtained allowed us to form practical
recommendations for increasing attention to advertising in Instagram and helped to
come to the conclusion that modern online advertising affects users through the visual
content, text, composition of advertising materials, color selection and overall design
of the post.

ABOUT THE QUESTIONNAIRE OF THE JOURNAL
“NA LITERATURNOM POSTU”

Abstract: The period of 1920-1930s has a reputation of “anti-Chekhov times” in
Russian historiography: the writer's works were subjected to numerous aesthetic critical
revisions, the very relevancy of Chekhov’s legacy for post-revolutionary culture was
an actual issue on the agenda. The subject of one of the most interesting discussions
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in this context came to be the anniversary questionnaire about Chekhov by “Na
literaturnom postu” magazine in 1929-1930. From 1960s to date many researchers
(M. L. Semanova, E. A. Polotskaya, I. N. Sukhikh) cited that questionnaire as the most
striking example of anticlassical and anti-Chekhov tendencies in literary criticism
which were characteristic of the first post-revolutionary decade. A thorough analysis
of answers to that questionnaire demonstrates the complexity and ambiguity of this
survey's results, as well as the incorrectness of its widespread assessments. Most of
the writers and political functionaries of the survey's participants were complimentary
towards Chekhov’s work pointing out the need of studying Chekhov's literary methods
for Soviet writers and emphasized the importance of reading Chekhov's works by
mass readers. It is difficult to cite more flawed material for illustrating “anti-Chekhov”
tendencies in the literary criticism of the 1920s than that of the questionnaire for “Na
literaturnom postu”. The questionnaire and a survey dedicated to the Chekhov's 150®
anniversary in the “Neva” magazine have much in common which demonstrates the
stable nature of many formulations that are not reducible to “Soviet” or “post-Soviet”
patterns.

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THE MOTIF OF “MEETING AN ENEMY”
IN THE FRAME STRUCTURE OF THE CONCEPT “ENEMY”
(basing on texts of Russian military prose)

Abstract: The paper offers plausible analysis of the poetic space of a prose work by
highlighting the frame structure of the concept “enemy” by the example of the Russian
war prose. By the concept “enemy” the authors mean a multi-level phenomenon, the
structure of which implies several layers. In this paper, special attention is paid to the
associative and figurative layers. Relying on a basic value of the frame — a sequence
of several episodes in time — episodes with a sign of movement and development are
analyzed. Based on the assumption that the frames in a work of fiction is a complex of
plot (narrative) motifs, the authors consider the implementation of the motif of “meeting
with the enemy” in the frame structure of the concept “enemy” at the level of the motif-
system and the system of characters. Main meaning of the frame structure of the concept
of “enemy” — a military opponent — in the development of the motif “meeting the
enemy” is transformed into the meaning of an ideological enemy, that is, an enemy that
does not constitute danger outside the battlefield. In the texts of the Russian war prose in
the structure of the concept “enemy” the motif of “meeting the enemy” is implemented
in two directions: in the first one we see the transformation of the meaning a military
opponent into an ideological enemy. It mostly regards the works about wars preceding
the Second World War; however there is no such transformation in terms of another
direction — which actually illustrates the bulk of the prose of writers-veterans who
created their works in the second half of the twentieth century.

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GEOGRAPHICAL FACTOR OF RUSSIAN LITERATURE:
NATIONAL AND REGIONAL ASPECTS

Abstract: The paper examines certain features of the Russian national character shaped
under the influence of the geographical factor. In their study the authors draw upon
the materials of Russian literature of the 19™ and 20™ centuries, as well as the regional
literature (Orenburg text) using the structural-semantic approach to chronotope. The
introduction presents an overview of the historical, philosophical and literary works,
which substantiates a close correlation of “the landscape of the Russian soul” and “the
landscape of the Russian land” (N. Berdyaev). The main part of the paper provides
comparative study of a substantial body of texts, which have revealed the external and
internal appearance of a provincial town (one of the key spatial images in the Russian
literature), reflecting the whimsical “geography of the Russian soul”, that is, not only
individual consciousness, spiritual and moral attitudes, the lifestyle of provincials, but
also an irrational combination of the uncombinable in the Russian mentality as a whole.
The analysis allowed to conclude that the axiological aspect of geographical images
in the Russian literature correlates with the national and ideological component, thus
philosophic and historical correlations given as examples are quite natural. The paper
includes an actual attempt of reconstructing a unified national picture of space, which
is being simultaneously realized in artistic, historical and philosophical paradigms.
The authors believe that the study of the external geographical factor in a literary text,
which at the same time has become an internal spiritual factor of the Russian person,
is promising since the proposed model of comparative analysis can serve as a basis for
studying the mentality reflected in any national and/or regional texts, regardless of their
gender, genre and style-forming features.

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1 INTRODUCTION

The formation of the national mentality is due to many factors, among which the
geographical position of the country is of particular importance. At the beginning of the
nineteenth century, the first Russian philosopher Pyotr Chaadayev wrote that the “geographical
fact” runs through the whole of Russian history, penetrates philosophy, and manifests itself in
the social and political life of Russia, being “an essential element of its political greatness, and
the true cause for the impotence of mind”. His reflections on this issue resulted in the assertion
that Russians are “only a geological product of vast spaces” [35].

The greatest scientists of the twentieth century V. O. Kliuchevsky [13], N. A. Berdyaev
[2], V. V. Veydle [4], G. D. Gachev [5], V. A. Podoroga [23], and many others confirm
P. Ya. Chaadayev's position; in their works, they also indicate that geographical and climatic
features of Russia have a primary influence on the character of Russian agriculture, farm-
specific conditions, everyday life culture and the worldview of the Russian people.

The Russian philosopher N. Berdyaev described this connection remarkably well:
“The immensity of Russia, the absence of boundaries, was expressed in the structure of the
Russian soul. The landscape of the Russian soul corresponds with that of Russia, the same
boundlessness, formlessness, and reaching out into infinity” [38]. In his essay “Concerning
the Power of the Expanse upon the Russian Soul”, he further develops this idea: “Russian
man is wide, as wide as the Russian land, as Russian fields. <...> In a Russian man, there is no
narrowness of Europeans, who concentrate their energy on a small space of their soul, there is
no calculating, saving space and time, there is no intensity of culture. The power of expanse
over the Russian soul generates a number of Russian qualities and Russian weaknesses” [2].

A. S. Pushkin, N. V. Gogol, F. I. Tyutchev, L. N. Tolstoy, A. A. Block, S. A. Yesenin,
M. L. Tsvetaeva, B. L. Pasternak also intuitively felt that geographical and climatic features of
Russia determined the bizarre “geography of the Russian soul” [2]. “Whither, then, are you
speeding, O Russia of mine? Whither? Answer me!”, “What is it that your boundless expanses
presage?” [42].

Russian literature, with its genuine interest to the inner world of a man, the search
for the good and the meaning of life, the exposure of injustice and evil, and also compassion
and mercy throughout its existence, has always tried to find the correct interpretation of deep
contradictions in the character of the Russian people. Classical Russian authors made it hard
to explain the bizarre combination of pride, greatness and lack of dignity in them; openness,
disinterestedness, love for people and cruelty; aspiration for freedom and slavish obedience,
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humility; great diligence and laziness. As if affirming the discoveries of philosophers and
historians, it was through space that Russian writers sought to comprehend an irrational
combination of the uncombinable in the Russian character.

Inliterary criticism, quite many works are devoted to the problem of a national character,
for instance, in the works by Russian classics (G. Gachev, E. Kupreyanova, G. Makogonenko,
P. Markovich, V. Nedzvetsky, L. Pumpyansky, I. Yunusov, etc.). At the same time, philologists
practically do not write about the fact that spatial characteristics play an essential role in the
formation of the Russian national mentality. We can name only a few PhD theses, where
the authors consider a system of stereotyped ideas about space and its impact on the self-
determination of Russian culture in the world geoculture on different literary materials.

Particular attention should be paid to the research by O. A. Lavrenova “Mapping of
Geographical Space in Russian Poetry of the 18" — early 20™ century (Geocultural Aspect)”
(1996) [14], S. M. Shakirov “The Road Motif as Paradigm of Russian Poetry” (2001) [37],
E. K. Nikanorova “A Sea Storm or a Storm in the Steppe” (2004) [20], where, in one way
or another, the problems of reflecting Russian character specifics in the fiction literature
associated with the national space were touched upon.

While developing the typology of through-composed spatial images in Russian
literature [24], it has come to our attention that, within the national literature, it is possible to
isolate steadily recurring loci and topoi which reflect the specifics of the Russian character
and create a national flavor in a literary text, i.e. the image of a village, the image of a manor
of the nobility, the image of a provincial town, the image of a landscape and some other.

Besides, a comparative study of a significant body of works by classic Russian
writers and that of regional novelists allowed us to discover some spatial and geographical
characteristics used by the authors to describe the national mentality of the characters.

The primary objective of this work is to illustrate the relationship between the
axiological aspect of geographical images and the national-ideological component. The works
by Russian writers of the ninetieth and twentieth centuries served as background material for
this research, where the provincial town with its specific way of life and moral and spiritual
attitudes of the provincial hero formed by a kind of provincial culture, upbringing, social
communication, and the like, served as a place of action (locus in quo).

2 MATERIALS AND METHODS

The research uses a systematic approach to the analysis of the material, which allowed
for identifying and describing the interrelations of different-level word-pictures in order to
link the “landscape of the Russian soul” with the “landscape of the Russian land”. Methods
of historical-literary, structural-semiotic, comparative typology and intertextual analysis were
involved during the analysis of specific texts.

3 RESULTS
3.1 Provincial Town as a Reflection of Russian Mentality

In the last one and a half or two decades, there was a stable interest in studying the
province in various aspects and directions in the humanities: local studies, the study of country-
seats, culture of communities, local descriptive texts, and so on [1; 10; 17; 18]. Scientists have
been trying to identify the main approaches in the study of the province and describe their
methodology [31].

Since our work unites two vectors of research (the spatial analysis of literary works and
the study of Russian mentality), we regard the provincial town as mental space, considering
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mentality to be the way of mastering reality, the vision of the world, forming individual
consciousness and influencing the social behaviour of a person [7].

While investigating the historiography of the province, L. O. Zayonz observes that by
the second half of the ninetieth century the word “provincial” had gone beyond the limits of its
grammatical function (a simple definition) and merged with the poetic. The word “provincial”
had become an epithet, that is, it acquired a stable emotional and stylistic colouring (this fact,
of course, owes to belles-lettres, where the word went through a kind of initiation) [11].

Taking these arguments of the researcher into the account, it can be assumed that the
ideas about the provincial are based solely on the author's subjective-emotional perception.
So, the same provincial town can be characterised by a writer simultaneously with a plus sign
and with a minus sign.

For example, in “The Cathedral Clergy” by N. S. Leskov one can read: “A summer
evening in Stargorod. The sun had gone down long ago. Quiet Zarechye, the part of town
situated on the high riverbank, with the cathedral’s pointed cupolas towering overhead, was
illuminated by pale glimmerings of moonlight, while the quiet section on the other side of the
river lay wrapped in warm mist. From time to time solitary figures crossed the floating bridge
that connected the two parts of Stargorod. They walked rapidly: in that quiet little community
night drew all the inhabitants to their own hearths and their own nests at an early hour. The
mail cart rolled by, jingling its little bell and running over the planks of the bridge like a finger
over piano keys, and once again everything fell silent. A refreshing breath of cool air floated
in from the distant forests” [44]. In this text excerpt, epithets reflecting the perception of the
urban space (quiet Zarechye, warm mist, a refreshing breath) undoubtedly have a positive
connotation.

Further, the city is described by the author in a completely different tone: “The
deserted streets of our provincial towns wear an oppressive, tedious, and wearisome look at
any hour; but their lifelessness is especially deadly at noon on a hot summer day. Thick grey
dust furrowed here and there with the tracks of passing wheels; drooping, withered grass
lining the imaginary sidewalks of the unpaved streets; rickety, rotting gray fences; church
doors fastened shut with heavy padlocks; wooden shops abandoned by their proprietors and
boarded up with a couple of crisscrossed planks: everything slumbers so contagiously in
the midday heat that anyone condemned to live in such surroundings loses all vigour and
languishes and slumbers, too” [Ibid].

The images of this excerpt fully correspond to the Russian satirical tradition in the
depiction of a provincial city, and the reader gets the impression that such are the inhabitants
of this boring, tedious, deserted, deadly, and dusty town. The latter is due to the relationship
between mentality and place of residence.

However, this impression is erroneous, since N. S. Leskov is fascinated by his heroes:
Father Tuberozov is “tall and stout, but still very agile and active”, “exceptionally handsome”,
his hair is as “white as the curls of Phidias’s statue of Zeus”, his eyes are “big, brown, bold,
and clear”, and in them one can see “the sparkle of joyous delight, the cloudiness of sorrow,
and tears of emotion”. Sometimes his eyes “have flashed with the fire of indignation and
thrown off sparks of anger — not a trivial, peevish, petty anger, but the wrath of a great man”
[Ibid].

In Father Zacharias Benefaktov other, equally dear to Leskov properties are described:
meekness and humbleness, spiritual wealth, frailty and weakness of physical body. “His entire
being is the personification of humility and meekness. Just as his meek spirit seeks to assert
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itself as little as possible, so does his tiny body take up as little room as possible, as if it were
striving not to burden the earth with its weight” [44]. The third favourite of Leskov is the mighty
Deacon Achilla Desnitsyn, fond of nature, a laughable, kind, “epic bogatyr”. Describing the
inhabitants of Stargorod, the writer admires these people from an “old fairy tale”. This way of
living had been formed and established in Russia for centuries, and Russian people, with their
innocence, conscientiousness, childish openness and some naivety, naturalness and specific
treatment of things they were involved into, lived happily.

However, one cannot deny the fact that in Russian literature there are more works
exposing the provincial way as inferior and backward'. Russian writers consider substandard
living conditions and low level of spiritual and moral character of residents to be the
shortcomings of provincial society. Here are some examples of negative characteristics of the
visage of provincial towns and their inhabitants:

1 Visage.

“The little town in which we lived was called Knyazhe-Veno, or Princes Town. <...>
When you approached the town from the east, the first building to strike the eye would be
the prison, the town's most conspicuous piece of architecture. The town itself stretched lower
down, along with the banks of its drowsy, mouldy ponds. Leading to it was a gently sloping
road with the usual town “gate”. A sleepy invalided soldier, his sun-blotched figure itself a
mark of undisturbed slumber, slowly raised the cross-bar — and you were inside the town
before you were aware of it. Grey fences and waste ground strewn with all kinds of rubbish
now alternated with half-blind little hovels sunken deep into the earth. Further on was a wide
square, from different points of which there gaped at you the dark gateways of the Jewish inns,
and where government offices struck a dismal note with their stark whitewashed walls and
severe barracks-like fronts. You got across a narrow river over a wooden bridge so decrepit
with age that it creaked and swayed under the weight of your carriage. <...> There was stench
and dirt, and swarms of children rolling about in the dust. But, in the matter of a minute, you
would be out in the open again. Birches softly whispered over the graveyard, the wind stirred
the wheat fields, and drew a doleful, unending tune from the telegraph wires along the road”
[43].

“I can't exist in this town,” he said gloomily. “No water supply, no drains! It disgusts
me to eat at dinner; the filth in the kitchen is incredible...” [39].

2 Author's assessment of people living in the province.

“The first thing that amazes you in the Ural gathering is the mixture of modern dresses
with traditional sarafans. <..> What a disgrace, however, are these Ural sarafans! <..>
Hairstyles and headdresses are just as strange and wild as chocolate-box picture sarafans. <...>
I do not know anything darker and more cheerless as the family shelter of the Urals inhabitants,
at least for an outsider who comes under this roof with iron doors, heavy bars and locks,
like those of a small shop or a cellar. <...> How women should be bored! Neither farming
nor caring for children can absorb all their time <...>. They have not developed a taste for
reading. It's not a woman's business to read. That leaves just one thing to do: put on their ugly
sarafans, sit on the bench with a neighbour, nibble sunflower seeds and tell or listen to stories
about different intimacies” [19].

! This perception of a provincial town is reflected in the dictionaries, e.g. dictionary of synonyms by
V. N. Trishin (2013): provincial — hicktown (yprommuckwuii), uezd (of district status), backward (oTcrasrit),
distant (oTnanenHsIit), naive (HaWBHBIN), up-country (TTyxoif), non-capital (Hectommunsrit), middle of nowhere
(MyxocpaHCcKkwHif), sleepy town (3axoiryCcTHBIN), rustic (3amTaTHeIi), basic (TipocToBatsiit), peripheral (mepude-
puitHbIif) [33].
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“And the way those people lived one is ashamed to describe! No garden, no theatre,
no decent band; the public library and the club library were only visited by Jewish youths, so
that the magazines and new books lay for months uncut; rich and well-educated people slept
in close, stuftfy bedrooms, on wooden bedsteads infested with bugs; their children were kept
in revoltingly dirty rooms called nurseries, and the servants, even the old and respected ones,
slept on the floor in the kitchen, covered with rags... The food was not good, and the drinking
water was unwholesome” [40].

So, the primary markers for the visage of a provincial town are mud, dust, rubbish,
dilapidated buildings, absence of the most ordinary benefits of civilization; spiritually-moral
character — lack of education, low level of culture, absence of higher interests in society,
meaninglessness of life, passion for intrigues, gossip, etc.

On the one hand, these characteristics indicate the typical mental representation of
provincial towns; one can quote the textbook statement of A. P. Chekhov that “in Russia
all the towns are alike. Ekaterinburg is the same as Perm or Tula. It looks both like Sumy
and Hadiach” [36, 41]. On the other hand, classic Russian writers deeply reflect on the
backwardness and remoteness of the province®. This idea is perfectly illustrated with the
words of D. S. Likhachev in his book “Russian Notes” (1984): “Our people with merciless
force expose their shortcomings, and before the whole world are ready to talk about their
ulcers, ruthlessly scour themselves, sometimes even if they are unjust to themselves — in the
name of seething love for truth...” [15].

With what a force, these tendencies to condemn and self-chastise were revealed
in Gogol’s, Saltykov-Shchedrin’s works and all this depressing literature which is much
more tenacious, vital, than the actual literature “that dates as far back as the Crimean war”.
Moreover, when a man is aware of their illness, does it not speak for their recovery or their
ability to recover from illness? The power of self-condemnation is the first of all powers: it
indicates that there are still forces in society. The love for goodness necessarily lies in the
condemnation of evil: the ills of society to be healed up involve a passionate longing for
health” [Ibid, p.464].

Russian classical literature provides the researcher with rich materials for reasoning
about different mentality of the Russian provincial, which embodies the “deeply ambivalent
spiritual foundations of Russian public life” [12]. Thus, we observe, on the one hand, deep-
hearted love to the city, to the level life in it, and on the other — the negation of this unchanging
rhythm of life because of its routine. For example: “In one of the remote places of Russia,
there is a city that somehow speaks straight to my heart. Not that it has magnificent buildings
or Hanging Gardens of Babylon, you even will not come across a three-story in a long row
of streets, and all the roads are unpaved; but there is something peaceful and patriarchal in its
countenance, there is something very soothing your soul in the silence that reigns its streets”
[28];

“The town, grown quiet and deserted, has put in the storm windows, lit the furnaces,
donned warm garments, and is stocking up on all the necessities for winter, already pleasantly
aware of the winter coziness and of that ancient, hereditary way of life it has been living for
centuries — of the repetition of seasons and customs” [3].

And quite the opposite: “I realize that I am... in a rubbish heap! And there's nowhere
for me to go... I moved to the town... and just from one rubbish heap, I went to another

2 The most “desperate” critics of the provincial way of life were born in the province — N. V. Gogol
in Poltava province, M. E. Saltykov-Shchedrin in Tver province, A. P. Chekhov in Taganrog, and 1.

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one. <...> And then the whole situation. It looked sweet when I was a child! And now it is
oppressing me! A kind of bars <...> you have just crawled out of the woodwork... and cannot
make a single step! I left that place <...> and could not find a new one anywhere!” [8, p. 280].

Inconsistency in the assessment of a provincial town (with a plus sign and a minus
sign) is reflected in the description of its residents. The provincial is also represented as a
pure moralist, who trusts relations, a sincere, decent, unselfish person, and as ashamed of
their provinciality, ugly, unhappy, living in unbearable conditions, striving to break out of
the town, where everything is known in advance, where, instead of fate, instead of a path —
there is a circle, a lousy infinity of repetitions. So, for example, describing Kharkov society
in “The Life of Arseniev” novel, I. A. Bunin uses such characteristics as pleasant, charming,
benevolent, reasonable, affectionate, calm, pleasant, clean, sincere, etc.: “To all of them, my
brother introduced me with joyous haste and even with pride. Soon my head was spinning
around: because of this entirely unusual and beautiful society, and because of this crowded
place, which basement windows let the sunshine gaily gleam as in spring... <..> Gansky
from Poland with his deep sorrowful eyes and parched lips... huge and picturesquely curly-
haired Krasnopolsky, similar to John the Baptist; bearded Leontovich, who was older and
more famous than everyone else and immediately fascinated me with his gentle calmness,
benevolent reasonableness and, most importantly, an unusually pleasant, purely Little Russian
sounds of his chest voice; then someone short, sharp-eyed, wearing glasses, utterly absent-
minded, fiercely ardent, all passionately angry and yet so childishly pure and sincere that I
immediately fell in love with him even more than with Leontovich. I took a tremendous liking
to the statistician called Vagin ... strong, tall, white-toothed, handsome and cheerful...” [3].

At the same time, A. P. Chekhov in “My Life”, “lonych”, “The Bride” and other
stories assesses the provincials differently (dull, disgusting, dishonest, useless, dead, etc.):
“<...> the people with whom I lived in this town were boring, alien to me, sometimes even
repulsive. I did not like them nor understand them”; “I did not know one honest man in the
town”; “It's a town of shopkeepers, publicans, counting-house clerks, canting hypocrites; it's
a useless, unnecessary town, which not one soul would regret if it suddenly sank through the
earth”; “The town is dead, the people in it are dead <...> and if it sank, then only three lines
would be published in the newspapers, and no one would regret it” [39; 40].

So, the provincial town is recognized by classic Russian writers in two ways: as a
closed patriarchal space, possessing value-normative and sacral characteristics, characterised
by harmony, purity, sincerity, the strength of clan relations on the one hand, and the routine,
backward, incapable of renewing itself in principle — on the other.

3.2 Representation of Regional Mentality in the Local Text

Another exciting aspect of the study can be found in the regional literature which is
focused on describing the actual city (the name may correspond to the geographical one or
not, but, in any case, the specific city can be guessed by its key characteristics).

Let us consider, for example, the specificity of the representation of regional mentality
in the Orenburg text. In his travel essay “The Picture of Orenburg and its Suburbs” (1824),
the traveller and writer P. P. Svin’yin, detailing main sights of Orenburg, gives extensive
information about the appearance, mental organisation, nature, occupations, relationships,
peculiarities of the life of its inhabitants, i.e. their mentality.

The author writes about such qualities of Orenburg people as their love for order and
cleanliness, linking it with the special military status of the city: “When entering the city it
is nice to see the accuracy of its squares and streets, the purity of the latter, <...> fascinating
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tidiness of houses, for the most part wooden and plastered ones, magnificent stone pavement
in a big street and rows of young trees planted in front of the houses <...>” [29].

The borderline position of the city, according to P. P. Svin’yin, conditions the
appearance of its inhabitants: “In Orenburg, as it has been mentioned above, except for
Russian inhabitants, there are a lot of Mohammedans, some of them live there; some of
them come there with caravans and for a summer cordon service. The difference between
languages, clothes and customs makes this city an amusing place. It happens that one can see
an important Indian sitting next to a talkative Jew; or the crowd of wild Kirghiz-Kaisaks —
some wandering Europeans, fashionably dressed” [29].

The location of the city (the fortress at the crossroads of the famous “Silk Road”)
frames the character of the townspeople: “The Tatars are the most remarkable group in
Orenburg, which make up a special and significant class of inhabitants. Being cunning, nosy
and nimble, they have a knack for the local trade and often acquire great capital” [Ibid].

Finally, P. P. Svin’yin also pays attention to the description of the Cossacks — the
main population of Orenburg: “Orenburg outer settlement has a remarkable character. Its
inhabitants (Cossacks and Old Believers for the most part) live in their way and consider
it a sin to mix with the townspeople. They are resourceful in industrial affairs, pious and
extremely superstitious. As for Young Cossacks, they are devoted to their service and have
uncertain amorous boundaries” [29].

As can be seen from the presented fragments of the essay, P. P. Svin’yin connects
the specificity of the mental image of Orenburg townspeople with a particular geographical
location of Orenburg, as well as the diverse ethnic and social composition of its population.

V. L. Kign-Dedlov, the end of the ninetieth-century belletrist describes Orenburg and
its residents with great affection: “Orenburg is immeasurably better and more interesting
than people think about it. They think badly of it because they do not know this city at
all” [25]. Drawing main attractions of Orenburg, the author complements the picture with
the information about the mentality of its citizens, also formed under the influence of its
geographical location and favourable climate: “The people here are good because of its good
climate. I'm even not talking about Cossacks. <...> We used to have much worse people in the
old days” [Ibid, pp. 93-95].

Modern travellers also have the same impression of our province, remote from the
centre and located on the border between Europe and Asia: “What is Orenburg, and what is
the Orenburg region? It is the “Outpost of Russia in the East”, and the “Window on Asia”,
and the “Frontier between Two Parts of the World”, and the “Pearl of the Southern Urals”,
this is oil, gas, nickel, and Orenburg shawls, bread and salt <..>. It is a wonderful land,
enhanced by creative thoughts and selfless devotion of Kirilov and Rychkov, Tatishchev and
Neplyuyev, Pushkin and Dal, Shevchenko and Aksakov, Karamzin, Tolstoy, Chapayev and
Rodimtsev <...>. However, Orenburg is not only about history, but it is also about modern,
unique, and beautiful people, who, with their labour and talent, have turned their steppe city
into a green, clean, multi-storey megapolis” [34].

Orenburg, having been based on the intersection of trade routes for many years, became
the focus of barter trade with the countries of Central Asia, the conductor of Eurasian policy
of the Russian state and the centre of financial and economic communication with the peoples
in the east. This fact greatly influenced the formation of a unique spirit of enterprise and trade,
the exchange of commodities ideology, which the Orenburg land was initially impregnated
with: “In caravansary Bokharans, Khivans and Sarts were selling their wares. One could see
bizarre goods: Kyrgyz nomad tents, Kyrgyz hemisphere-type caldrons, Tatar jugs with long
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handles, colourful, tiled coffers, and falcons <...>. Where else could you see it all, except for
zoos and ethnographic exhibitions for the money! And here you have a show every day and
for free” [9, p. 96].

It is interesting that trade with the eastern people, for the most part, contributed to
the formation of not only typical features of the merchantry (activity, the liveliness of mind,
etc.) but also of special regional ones (greed of gold in a crude way, deceitfulness): “Camels
are crowding around the yard here and there; a few sheep on the leash are humbly awaiting
their fate; our shopkeepers are walking among the sheep, probing their kurdyuks, shouting
and screaming, swearing, they are almost forcibly digging and exchanging those sheep from
their indecisive sellers who seem to be only able to sell their goods in this way; a huckstress
is sitting on the bare ground or on the mat, judging by her face, she is something between
Russian, Turkish, Chudic or Mongolian tribes; the huckstress is cheating Kaisaks on weights
and measures of goods that make up the stock of her mobile junk shop” [Ibid, p. 227]. There
are known cases of criminal fraud among Orenburg merchants. N. A. Stepnoi (Afinogenov)
told one of the stories in his “Steppe Fairytales™: “The merchant was sleek, had a mild nature,
except for commerce, he was engaged in charitable deeds and was a churchwarden, and
everyone considered him for a good and religious man. We were sorry when some of his
caravans disappeared. <..> He died and, to the surprise of many, left a million rubles for
his children. <...> So what? It turned out that Bukhara and Khiva merchants simply bought
people from him; so, he earned a lot in that business” [30, pp. 57-58].

It can also be noted that mental characteristics of Orenburg merchants were associated
with their national and confessional identity (Orthodox, Old Believers and Muslims), which
determined acceptable and unacceptable patterns of professional conduct. Drawing Orenburg
trade in detail, V. L. Dal noted, for example, that “Russians do not go with caravans to Central
Asia at all: this trade belongs exclusively to stupid, careless and immensely chrematistic
Muslims. Russians are resourceful, smart, and enterprising at the domestic level; but caravan
and sea trade is not their thing” [9, p. 220].

Orenburg was historically formed as a multi-ethnic region. In the process of long
coexistence and interaction of various ethnic communities in the territory of Orenburg
(Slavic, Turkic, Finno-Ugric, etc.), traditions of mutual understanding and respect, interethnic
communication and tolerance were formed between different nationalities: “In relations with
our neighbours, there was the same kindness and sincerity without any division between
nations. Moreover, we were living in the street across the courtyard — Tatars and Russians.
Also, there was never even a hint of what our Fatherland is trying to cope with now: national
conflicts. <...> Respecting national customs and traditions of each other, people would bake
pies for their holidays and — hot from the oven — would run to treat their neighbours, whether
on Easter or Kurban Bayram. In general, they shared joys and woes and always received an
overwhelming response from each other. My Grandmother used to say quite often: “Faiths are
different, but God is one” [21, p. 13].

Many features of the economic system, social and moral foundations, cultural and
folk traditions that exist in the Orenburg region, are explained today precisely by the multi-
ethnic and multi-confessional status of the region, and this fact finds a bright reflection in the
Orenburg text.

A special place in the Orenburg text is devoted to the description of history, everyday
routine, and way of life, customs, traditions, and religion of Cossacks, one of the most original
ethnocultural groups in the region. The basis of the local Cossacks were natives of the Russian
and Ukrainian peasants and commoners; also, representatives of Kalmyks, Meshcheriaks
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(Turkic tribe living in the Bashkir Republic) and other non-Slavic peoples were recruited into
the Orenburg and Ural Cossack forces. In 1748, all the Cossack population of the Orenburg
fortress was united into the Orenburg nonregular troops, soon transformed into the Orenburg
Cossack Army.

Ethnographic features of Orenburg Cossacks’ life finally took shape in the middle of
the ninetieth century. At that time, the first story describing the Cossack mentality was written
(V. 1. Dal “Ural Cossack”, [9]). According to the author, the Ural Cossack is distinguished by
the strictness of ethical norms governing their family, personal and social life (“Their main
occupation is to educate children within constant rules and customs of domestic fanaticism,
which, as we have seen, is observed with inviolable holiness at home”); patriarchy and
conservatism in their life at home and freedom during military campaigns (““At home Cossack
Prokliatov would sing no songs, or tell any tales, he would not dance or play music, he would
not smoke his tobacco-pipe”. <...> During expeditions, Prokliatov is the first songster although
he honks a little in an old church manner; he is the first dancer and plays the balalaika, — and
smokes a tobacco-pipe, because his parents will pray for him and his sins at home”); piousness
(“At home, in the Urals, Prokliatov would never swear, but say “by the holy poker!” and “no
way”, would never say “thank you”, but “save Christ”, having entered the house, he would
stop at the door and say: “Lord Jesus Christ is the Son of God, have mercy on us!” — waiting
for the answer: “Amen”); the passion for fishing (“If you happen to see frantic pigeoneers or
huntsmen who go mad, if one only mentions the word “hunting” in their presence, you can
visualise Prokliatov in your head. His grey eyes light up every time if it comes down to fish
and fishing, his eyebrows start moving, and he puckers his lips”); physical strength (“In the
campaign, Prokliatov did not bother about heat or cold. “I got used to it”, he would say”) [9,
pp. 158—-174].

The essay by V. 1. Dal, as shown in the above quotes, is not only a literary, but also
an ethnographic study of Ural Cossacks and their way of life, the standard of the genre of the
physiological essay.

However, among the regional texts, one cannot but mention satiric works, in which
Orenburg is described as a typical provincial town with a set of negative features. Such, for
example, is the town in the story by A. N. Pleshcheev “Everyday Scenes. Father and Daughter”
(1857): “The provincial town of Bobrov (on geographical maps it is called otherwise) in no
way lagged far behind the rest of other provincial cities of our Russia. <...> The physiognomy
of'the city of Bobrov was also the most ordinary one. There, as everywhere else, it was possible
to find public offices, painted with ochre, the governor's house with Venetian windows and a
balcony, a club where on Saturdays people play cards, and dance on Thursdays...” [22, p. 91].

Already in this small excerpt, one can see the permanent markers of the Russian
provincial town: its visage (the traditional architecture) and the rhythm of life that is not
disturbed, its routine and stagnancy. The author associates patriarchal mores and the nature of
citizens with the geographical distance of Bobrov from both capitals. It is not without irony
that residents of the city are described: “Everything in the town of Bobrov was based on pure
love. Everyone knew almost all their neighbour's sins, but it never occurred to anyone to
denounce them, even with a hint. All citizens were aware of the weakness of human nature
and held the opinion that “after all, the world cannot be recreated, and therefore there is
nothing to talk about it” [Ibid].

In the story by A. N. Pleshcheev, Orenburg also appears as mental space. The main
characteristics of the visage of the city are its modest means and substandard living conditions,
as for the spiritual and moral image of the townspeople, one can mention the low level of
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education and culture, the lack of higher interests in society, the meaninglessness of life, their
passion for intrigues, gossip, and so on.

Of particular interest are the works in which the provincial mentality is expressed
through the form of subjective author's narrative. So, for example, in S. I. Gusev-Orenburgsky’s
“The Land of the Fathers” story (1905), the autobiographical character of the work, Father
Ivan, is ashamed of his provinciality, ugly, unbearable environment, trying to break out of the
city: “I led an aimless life of a worm! Crawled in the dark! I lived as ordered, and not how I
should live <...> Enough! I also tell you: enough! Don’t you see that it's impossible to live like
this...! It’s a shame! Life goes away from us to bright picks... and we stay here, like statues, as
a black wall <...>we do not move forward and prevent others from moving!” [8, pp. 387-388].
Life in the province leads to the conflict in Father Ivan’s soul: a sense of personal guilt and
pangs of conscience, which, in the end, turn into a rebel and a desire to defrock him.

Another picture emerges in the prose of contemporary Orenburg writers, who are
not only burdened by their provincialism; on the contrary, they are proud of it, perfectly
aware that it is in the province that all the best that exists in the Russian people is preserved.
“Sweet Home”, “Our land”, “The Smoke of Homeland” were the first short story collections
of Orenburg authors published at the end of the 20™ century. A sound provincial principle of
local literature is also reflected in the fact that “village prose” remains its main direction, and
that even young Orenburg authors write in a traditional, strictly realistic manner, paying close
attention to everyday life, language, thinking, wants and needs of their fellow countrymen.

Our analysis shows that the Orenburg text is modelled according to the laws of local
intertext, which fully reflects the features of the regional mentality of the Orenburg people,
which were influenced, first of all, by the geographical factor (its frontier position between
Europe and Asia) and the multi-ethnic, multi-hierarchic and multi-confessional structure of
the city. One body of texts forms an idea of provincial space as patriarchal, with its values, the
other one presents the province as a backward place, unable to update fundamentally.

33 National in the Prism of the Provincial

The analysis of the significant body of works allowed us to conclude that, through
the microcosm of the province, many writers recreate a vast panorama of life in Russia.
Let us illustrate this idea on the example of S. I. Gusev-Orenburgsky’s “The Land of the
Fathers” (1905) and M. Gorky’s “The Town of Okurov” (1910) stories, which reflected one
of the dramatic periods in Russian history. Both writers paint the life of provincial Russia,
showing how easily social unrest in the «bestial wilderness» can turn into meaningless riots
and murders.

First, let us pay attention to the spatial characteristics of the stories, which bear a
remarkable resemblance. In “The Land of the Fathers” by S. I. Gusev-Orenburgsky’s, the main
activities occur in the provincial town of Staromirsk; it is located “close to a wide swampy
river, dividing the town into two parts: the “Centre” and the extensive “Zarechye”. Zarechye
is filthy and muddy. On all sides, it is squeezed with wood-yards, sawmills, factories, brick
and lime plants; it bears the stamp of perpetual poverty and that of age-old bondage. On
its streets, impassable in autumn, dusty in the heat, young ragamuffins play and scream —
these are future workers for factories and plants. The street is their school because only the
lucky ones get into the town school named after Governor Bezak. <...> Having grown up,
these abandoned kids would walk around the streets with harmonicas in their hands, sing
outrageous and cynical songs, beat their exhausted wives, and echoes of their revelry would
reach the “centre”, which looks at them from the highlands sullenly and suspiciously until the
night is over” [8].
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The “Centre” is a landscaped island. Its streets are wide and beautiful, well paved,
at night they are illuminated by the pale light of electricity. The “Centre” dominates the
neighbourhoods. At its highest point, at the edge of the slope above the river, there is a square.
On the square, there is a 200-year-old “golden” cathedral, surrounded by the best buildings
of the city: the governor's palace, the treasury chamber, the gloomy building of a treasure
house, the seminary, the prison and the guardhouse. Along the slope stretches the “square”
or “boulevard”, where in the evenings a military band plays for public entertainment, for
high-quality audience decently strolling around the main avenue, and where there is an alley
of “secret sighs”, which it is considered indecent to walk in. From the beautiful governor's
balcony, supported by white columns, there is a wonderful view of “Zarechye” and its
surrounding area [8, pp. 260-261].

In the novel by M. Gorky, the events unfold in a small town of Okurov, which is
described as follows: “From the dense forests of Chernoramenya there flows a lazy little river
Putanitsa; wriggling between the ploughed hills, it approaches the town and divides it into two
equal parts: Shikhan, where the best people live, and Zarechye with low-income people. <...>
The city has the shape of a grave cross: at the bottom end there is a nunnery and a cemetery, at
the top — Zarechye — cut off by the river, in the top left corner — a grey ramshackle building
of a prison, and on the right — the old estate of the Bubnovs family. <...> In Shikhan there are
six thousand inhabitants, in Zarechye there are seven hundred residents. In addition to the
monastery, there are two other churches: a new, clean and white Cathedral of St. Peter and
St. Paul and the ancient wooden church of St. Nicholas of Myra, with five colourful domes,
brick buttresses on the sides and a small bell tower similar to crinoline and recently painted in
blue and yellow colour. <...> The main street, Porechnaya, or Berezhok, is paved with large
cobblestones. <...> In Porechnaya the best houses are gracefully stretched out — blue, red,
green, almost all of them with front gardens — the white house of Vogel, the chairman of the
executive council, with a tower on the roof; red-brick with yellow shutters...also, a long line
of boastful, cosy houses — the authorities lived in them. <...> The other shore, flat and sandy,
densely and unevenly covered with a row of huts: black and old, with green moss on rotten
roofs, they stand obliquely, looking hopelessly at the river with their small sick eyes, pieces
of glass instead of windows look like wall-eyes” [6, pp. 7-9].

As we see, in both novels the cities have a very similar face: both are located on the
river, which divides them into two parts: in S. I. Gusev-Orenburgsky’s story — Center and
Zarechye, in M. Gorky’s story — Shikhan and Zarechye, the location of towns, rivers and
its banks, monasteries, prisons (guardhouses), a well-maintained centre and poor Zarechye, a
boulevard — a place for recreation and entertainment, etc. However, it is known that M. Gorky,
drawing Okurov, took many features of Arzamas, where he was exiled in the summer of
1902. In Staromirsk drawn by Gusev-Orenburgsky, the Orenburg features are discernible, for
instance: the “golden cathedral”, blown up in the 1930s, the balcony of the governor's house,
on which there was a hole from the core of the Pugachev cannon, the division of the city by
the river into the European and Asian part; the names of two Orenburg governors (A. P. Bezak
and V. A. Perovsky) are also mentioned.

The common thing in the visage of Staromirsk and Okurov is indeed not because of
features borrowed from reality, but rather due to the universality in the depiction of cities, the
description of which includes all the main elements of the city space (inns, temples, houses,
streets, parks, etc.), and also because of the typological similarity of all Russian provincial
cities. The conversation between Gorky’s heroes confirms this idea: “The lame stove maker
Mark Ivanov Klyuchnikov, stroking his bare skull and swollen yellow face, asks: “Well,
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sometimes I think — Russia! How one can understand this — Russia?” Tiunov, without
hesitation, explains: “Well, Russia? Russia is, undoubtedly, a provincial state. There are four
dozen of principal cities, as for provincial towns — there are thousands of them, I bet! Doesn't
that just figure™” [6, p. 17].

Drawing Staromirsk and Okurov, writers characterise all spheres of their provincial
life: social, cultural, every day, spiritual, and religious. So, for example, the social and
spiritual appearance of citizens forms the structural organisation of the space: “This is the
house belonging to the merchant Shapovalov. Thirty windows on the front facade — on the
fourth floor, the windows are large, then small, then round”.

Here is another “attraction” — the merchant Shirokozadov’s house: an absurd mixture
of Moorish and Russian styles. Columns, lancet windows, carved cornices, turrets at the
corners, balcony-supporting centaurs, similar to drowned people, and at the same time in
all the exterior of the house there is something swollen as if because of dropsy, something
pressed down like a heavy, wandering thought in the darkness™ [8, pp. 231-232].

“There are many gardens and front gardens in the city — maples, mountain ashes,
lilacs and acacias hide facades of the houses, small windows with white curtains, pots with
geranium, fuchsia, and begonia on windowsills and birds' cages on the doorposts gaze at each
other through trees” [6].

The character of the architectural decoration of both towns reflects social features of
a Russian character: doing things in a big way, craving for luxury under insipidity on the one
hand, and the desire for petty-bourgeois comfort on the other.

Both novels, in our opinion, think hard on the “Russian soul” and Russian history, in
M. Gorky’s story, on the example of lower middle-class life, and in S. Gusev-Orenburgsky’s
story, on the example of the clergy. The characters of both novels are uneducated, but they
can philosophise, their heightened awareness helps them understand the life in general.
N. D. Tamarchenko, discussing the Gorky’s story, writes: “...the petty bourgeois class of
Okurov wants to know what Russia and Moscow look like, what their place and role in the
fate of Russia are and so on. It turns out that the country is necessarily a county, and Moscow
is like a beaver hat on a man who does not have decent clothes and who is desperate for
money” [32].

It should be noted that Russian philosophers, for example, N. O. Lossky, repeatedly
wrote about the ability of the Russian people to philosophise, to “higher forms of experience”,
for example: “The interest in the question of the meaning of life necessarily leads to
philosophising and attempts to develop an integrated worldview. This feature remarkably
characterises Russian people. <...> Not only educated people and ordinary Russians like to
discuss the issues underlying the worldview, the God questions and the meaning of life” [16,
pp. 259-260].

In the stories, other features of the Russian character are revealed. “Russians, due to
certain properties of their character <...> sin quite often, but usually sooner or later realise that
they have committed a bad deed and regret having done it. Having committed a serious crime,
they sometimes repent publicly”, N. O. Lossky notes [Ibid, p. 257]. Both Gorky and Gusev-
Orenburgsky speak about this thing. Having strangled Sima Devushkin, Burmistrov, although
theatrically, repents before the crowd: “Someone angrily and cheerfully said: “Hey, listen, he,
really killed a man the day before yesterday!” “Why, he's talking about that!”, shouted the old
cooper. “Have you seen it?”, Bazunov shouted, bouncing. “This is it — freedom! A robber, he
understood that! More than enough! It is the Russian conscience, aha!” [6, p. 117].

In “The Small Town of Okurov”, the blithesome poet Sima Devushkin died innocently
at the hand of Vavila Burmistrov. In “The Land of the Fathers”, too, blood flew: frightened by
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rebellious peasants, the landowner Porfiry Shirokozadov shoots at the boy, and after that the
people become uncontrollable.

However, despite the apparent similarities in the image of the provincial towns, writers
solve the main problem in different ways — “testing the town and its characters with a riot”.
M. Gorky shows the spontaneity of social unrest and almost complete unconsciousness of
what is happening: ““What shall we do with freedom?”, one of the characters of “The Small
Town of Okurov” says. Moreover, it turns out that with this freedom, the most desperate
people cannot cope at all. The slogan “Give a man the will, let him see what's not allowed!”
quite naturally turns into a senseless riot and murder” [32].

The strike of Staromirsk workers in Gusev-Orenburgsky's story is well-planned; this
is not a spontaneous riot, but a fair fight for their rights: “The dawn swept half the sky like a
glow. On its crimson background, the silhouettes of the pipes of giant factories of Zarechye
showed black. The streets of the district were full. Like black gnomes, threatening the earth,
they emerged from nowhere and filled the streets with noisy, dense crowds, with banners
flapping in the air” [8, p. 308].

If the “protest” of Vavila Burmistrov and other Okurov residents is manifested in
aimless hooliganism, then Alexei, one of the organisers of the peasant rebellion in “The Land
of Fathers”, on the contrary, tries to curb the vengeful crowd: “A violent and spontaneous
rebellion broke out. Alexei was standing on the porch of the tavern and shouting: “Brothers!
Brothers! What are you doing! Stop it! Let the sergeant! You are ruining yourselves! For
nothing!” <...> “Give us Shirokozadov!” Alexei burned them with his eyes. “I won’t give him
to you!” “You are for one thing with him <...> a traitor!” “Shut up! I'm not a traitor. I protect
you from you! Beasts! Why do you need Shirokozadov? There are hundreds of them <...> he
is not alone, is he? Instead of him, thousands will come <...>. He made you poor people, and
you want to go to Siberia too! Do not shout, talk sense, like reasonable people™” [8, p. 380].

Generally, it can be said that the provincial town in Gusev-Orenburgsky's “The Land
of Fathers” and Gorky's “The Small Town of Okurov” embodies the life order that every new
generation inherits from every previous generation. It becomes a kind of carrier of cultural
information, representing a particular sign system, including elements of topographically real
space, and the main spheres of social, domestic, spiritual, religious, and economic life. At the
same time, the image of the backcountry is an attempt to reflect the crisis events in Russian
history, to understand the Russian soul and the Russian character.

The thorough analysis of geographical space in Russian literature, using a typical
provincial town as an example, allowed us to identify some external (everyday routine) and
internal (residents) properties that characterise it as a unique, not only spatial but, above all,
mental locus.

4 DISCUSSION

This paper summarises some experience of studying chronotope mental functions,
accumulated in Russian literary criticism. It also conducts a comparative study in the corpus
of classical and regional texts, which opens the way for more profound understanding of the
national mentality and artistic world of Russian literature, its systemic patterns and semantic
depths. The results of this research can serve as a basis for studying the mentality reflected in
any national or regional texts, regardless of their class, genre or style-forming features.

However, only some extensive empirical base will make it possible to talk on the
national distinctness of representation of space in literature, as well as its essential properties
determined by the national culture, and some features of space common to any literary text.

CONCLUSION
Thus, the authors have analyzed geographical images of a provincial town, being

typical for Russian literature, in three different aspects:

that of mental space, creating not only a strong national flavour but also reflecting the
specific nature of Russian people in literary works;

as a regional world-building fragment;

as a panorama, reflecting historical processes of Russia.

In our opinion, the study of external geographic factors in a literary text (at the same

time becoming an internal spiritual factor of the Russian people) has a significant potential for

literary theory.

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TOLSTOYAN TEXT IN THE WORKS BY POETS-OBERIUTS

Abstract: The paper looks at the issues of revealing and analyzing the Tolstoyan text
in the works of the creative group of poets “OBERIU”. The novelty of the research
stems from the fact that the study of supertext structures in modern literary criticism is
primarily focused on topographical texts while nominal texts (Pushkinian, Gogolean,
Chekhovian) are understudied, and the methodology of their study is not sufficiently
clear. The paper argues that the actual basis of the Tolstoyan text is the myth of
L. N. Tolstoy. The author explores the structure of the Tolstoyan myth in the works
of D. Kharms, N. Zabolotsky, K. Vaginov and others and identifies mythologemes
(mythologized constant representations) created and reproduced by poets. For this
purpose the paper addresses poems and prose by oberiuts and their followers. In the
works of Kharms the myth of Leo Tolstoy is radically profane, while the works of
Zabolotsky imply the canonizing vector, whereas K. Vaginov is primarily interested in
the mythology of the Tolstoyan simple living. Eprer it can be seen that Tolstoyan text
of the works by this group of poets is based on the biographical myth of the sacral and
demythologizing directions.

Abstract: Modernist writer Mark Krinitsky (1874—1952) — one of the most fashionable
writers of the Silver Age — was widely known for his romance novels, polemical and
philosophical articles on the nature of artistic creativity. In Soviet times, he proved to be
almost the only member of the Writers' Union who dared to criticize during the 1930s
the main method of Soviet literature — socialist realism — to criticize openly, without
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fear of repression. He spoke at many meetings on the problems of Soviet literature as
a supporter of fiction, which, in his opinion, must be free from the dictate of the party
and the state. This criticism was not superficial, but deep. It touched upon not only
the subject of socialist realism, but also the commissioned nature of literary works by
Soviet writers. Mark Krynitsky remained faithful to his modernist ideas about freedom
of creativity and demanded from the writer not “reflection” of socialist reality, but
transformation of the inner world of man by involving him in the emotional experience
of ideal motives of his life.

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1. Introduction

If we consider a proto-language as an active language system, we can assume two
parts in its vocabulary: the lexical core and the dialect vocabulary. The lexical core contains
the words, which are understood by all native speakers of the language, while the dialectal
vocabulary contains locally used terms. Obviously, the lexical core is reflected in the
descendants of the proto-language to the greatest extent. It can even be assumed that in the
central languages of the family, the core vocabulary will mainly remain, only with some
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shift in semantics and with the replacement of homonymous words. The more time passes,
the more words go into the peripheral vocabulary or are replaced due to homonymy, and
their place in such languages is occupied mainly not by borrowings, but by formations from
other roots and onomatopoeia. For peripheral languages, however, contact phenomena are
characteristic, up to the replacement of half of the vocabulary and syntax.

The Indo-European language family shows relatively good documentation of its
constituent languages (some of them — up to the level of more than 3,000 years ago). The
kinship of these languages is visible to the naked eye and at the origin of linguistics led
to the concept of their common proto-language. The first researchers (Johannes Goropius,
Abraham Ortelius) declared Dutch to be a common proto-language, but by the 18—19 centuries
there was a consensus that Proto-Indo-European language (PIE, or as the Germans call it,
“indogermanisch’) was a separate language, to varying degrees far from the languages of our
time. The method of Goropius (explanation of words of foreign languages by gluing the roots
of someone’s native language) was rightly branded under the name "goropism". Hypothetical
Proto-Indo-Europeans who lived many thousands of years ago were associated with PIE,
and their place of residence was reconstructed by different researchers depending on their
political preferences: from the Germanic lands to India.

In parallel with the study of PIE, modern languages related to it were documented
(Baltic, Slavic, Iranian, etc.), old manuscripts were discovered (Irish, Tocharian, Hittite, etc.),
and collections of ancient Greek, Latin, and Sanskrit texts were published. As a result by the
20" century Indo-European studies had the opportunity to publish academic dictionaries of
Proto-Indo-European roots with references to each language [40; 35] (in German), followed
by a dictionary of Proto-Indo-European verbal roots in the framework of the three-laryngeal
theory [36] (in German), and then the Leiden (the Netherlands) series of dictionaries ([19; 20;
21; 22] etc.), describing each language branch in a separate volume, and in the near future it
is planned to combine them into a common dictionary called “Indo-European Etymological
Dictionary”.

It turns out that the reconstruction remained germanocentric, and the new dictionaries
continue and elaborate the old ones, which in turn are collections of randomly found examples
from different languages known to the authors. The most known to them, of course, are the
Germanic languages. Relatively more work is invested in these languages: in the Leiden
series, 3 people are responsible for Germanic languages (Guus Kroonen, Dirk Boutkan,
Sjoerd Siebinga), 2 — for Iranian languages (Garnik Asatrian, Johnny Cheung), one for each
of others, except Baltic and Slavic: only one researcher (Rick Derksen) was found for both,
despite the abundance of material.

However, there is a decrease in the relative share of Germanic words involved: for
example, the etymological dictionary of Greek of 1960 [24] had in its index 20 pages of
Germanic cognates, 19 Italic, 17 Indo-Aryan, 10 Baltic, 9 Slavic, 6 Iranian, 5 Celtic, etc., and
in the mentioned verb dictionary of 2001 [36] there are 16 pages of Indo-Aryan, 14 Greek,
12 Germanic, 11 Iranian, § Italic, 8 Baltic, 7 Slavic, 6 Celtic, etc. (if combined in primary
branches: 27 pages of Indo-Iranian, 15 Balto-Slavic, 14 Italo-Celtic, 14 Greek (Macedonian
material is missing) — against 12 Germanic). Obviously, the Germanic languages are already
so well studied that new Germanic roots are not expected in the reconstruction of PIE, but
words from other languages can still be attracted.

Germanic languages show all the signs of peripherality in PIE. According to F. Brown,
unethymologized material makes up about 30% of the entire vocabulary of Germanic
languages [1, p. 25], according to Fennemann — 32,6% [30, p. 148], among the strong verbs,
according to Mailhammer, there are 45,3% [30, p. 168]. Moreover, these percentages do not
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include Germanic roots that were used for the reconstruction of the PIE, but are absent in all
4 main branches — for example, in the dictionary [35]: *dég-, *dip-ro-, *dhen-3, *dhembh-,
*dheubh- (found only in Hesychius), *gandh-, *ghre-, *geid-, *gred-, *leizd-, *mod-, *(s)
nébh-ri, *(s)nerb- (found only in Hesychius), *perg-2, *suento-.

For comparison, in Sanskrit such "dark" words are less common by an order of
magnitude. Kuiper [26, pp. 137-185] found 383 words of non-Indo-Aryan origin in the
Rigveda — about 4% of the dictionary, Oberlies [32, pp. 333-349] identified 344-358
“reliably” non-Indo-European, and Witzel [41] writes that only 211-250, 1.e. 2% of the
Rigveda dictionary, remains after removal of foreign proper names.

In addition, Germanic languages are strongly distinguished by the morphology and
syntax of names [4, pp. 58—78] and verbs [30].

The other branches give too little material (no more than 50% of the Germanic).

For example, the multi-volume Hittite etymological dictionary [25] gives each root an
average of two pages, which sums up to about 1000 roots in the entire dictionary. In the index
of [36] there are 5 pages of Hittite words and one page for all other Anatolian languages.

Only 964 roots were drawn from the Armenian language in the most extensive research
[15], at best case it is said about 1040 root words [23]. This is despite the fact that 10772
different roots are reflected in the ancient Armenian literature [1, p. 22]. In [36] only two
pages of the index are dedicated to the Armenian language.

Albanian etymological dictionary [16] contains some 3000-4000 dictionary entries,
of which less than half are unique Proto-Albanian roots (the rest are formations from them,
phonetic variants and borrowed words). In the index of [36] there are also only two pages
devoted to the Albanian language.

The Tocharian languages have 62 pages of words (Tocharian B — 32, Tocharian
A — 3), but on these pages, as in Hittite ones, almost every word occupies two lines.

Of the Illyrian, Messapian, Phrygian, and Thracian languages, only a few words
are involved in the reconstruction of PIE, due to the poverty of the surviving monuments
of these languages. But this does not explain the situation with Germanic, Armenian and
Albanian. Obviously, PIE consisted of dialects, like any observed language [2]. And in the
case of Germanic, even the pre-Germanic substrate is proposed [30]. This explains the old
observation that there is practically no PIE word reflected in all Indo-European languages [17,
p. 99], that’s why did N. S. Trubetskoy even doubt the existence of Proto-Indo-Europeans as
such [12, p. 69].

And with all this incompleteness and one-sidedness, the existing reconstruction of
the PIE is being used as a basis for typological, glottochronological, macrocomparativistic,
and even cultural studies. Moreover, there even was an attempt to exploit the incompleteness
of the PIE reconstruction to justify the validity of macrocomparativistic constructions:
“...we randomly selected a phoneme of moderate frequency (namely, PIE *gw) and looked for
roots that contain it (in any position) and are met in five of the most «important» branches of
IE: Indo-Iranian, Greek, Latin, Germanic, and Slavic. The count ended at six (*gwou- ‘cow’,
nogw- ‘naked’, *gwer- ‘to gather’, *gwei- ‘to live’, *gwer- ‘to swallow’, *gweru- ‘throat,
neck’) and the absolute majority of the etymologies had various phonetic, morphological and
semantic problems in at least several branches” [6].

2. Materials and methods

After considering the whole situation, it becomes clear that it is better to start restoring
the lexical core of PIE only for 4 main branches (Indo-Iranian, Italo-Celtic, Balto-Slavic,
Greek-Macedonian), which are lexically and syntactically close to each other.
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It should be taken into account that many etymologies can often be proposed for a
single word, including several etymologies that can be of "industrial quality" (without defects
in phonetics, semantics, and morphology). It is not known for sure which of them is actually
true (even several etymologies may be true at the same time because of multiple motivation)
and is there at least one true etymology among them. Pairwise comparisons in this aspect
are very unreliable, so this study should consider the roots reflected in each of the 4 main
branches.

The research method is proposed as follows:

Stage 1G (“G” for Greek).

Take the first language pair. It will be Greek and Slavic. This pair allows us to
reconstruct all the PIE phonemes except the laryngeals (and possibly the initial laryngeal). The
order of languages in the pair was chosen for the convenience of searching for etymologies by
a Russian-speaking researcher.

From a fairly large dictionary of the first language (for Greek, we take [5], already
marked up in in the Alpha program, for search we additionally use [34]) write out all the roots
in one column of the table. Try to combine words with the same roots in one table cell, with
their meanings.

Each initial consonant (and later other examples for this consonant) comes in a separate
table. We can also group *CVI-, *CVr- separately for ease of comparison.

Stage 2G.

For these roots, collect possible cognates in the second language (with columns for
all the supposed sound correspondences, if they are in doubt). For Slavic words not included
in the standard “modern Russian literary language”, add the meaning. There may be several
etymologies in each cell, and the best one must be the first.

If new co-root words of the first language are found in the course of this most difficult
and painstaking work, group them again.

Sort etymologies by classes:

1 “industrial quality”;
2 with questionable semantics;
3 with defects (metathesis, changed sonority, incomprehensible suffix...).

Stage 3G.

Confirm every phonetic correspondence with at least 10 "industrial quality" examples
and approximately as many additional examples (some correspondences are considered certain,
such as p-p, t-t, k-k, vowels, sonorants...). This will be the evidence base for reconstruction of
PIE. It is hard to estimate the number of random matches. Thus, a rational threshold is taken,
to avoid too many “possible phonetic correspondences”. Otherwise, for example, one can
suggest a pair of “alternations” that are unlikely to both be true: *Cebh-~*Cw- (11 examples)
[3] and *Ce-~*Cwe- (9 examples) [39].

Stage 4G.

Leave all three sorts of etymologies and all sound matches in the same column, except
for etymologies with unconfirmed sound correspondences. (If these are confirmed by word
inflection and derivation in the language, such as Greek mr > (m)br, they are accepted.)
Regardless of the initial consonant, all the roots are collected in one table.

For a single root in the first language, there may be several interpretations in the
second language, all of them in a single cell.

For a single interpretation in the second language, there may be several rows in the
table corresponding to different roots in the first language and different PIE proto-forms.
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Stages 1548 (““S” for Sanskrit).

Repeat steps 1-4 for the Sanskrit — Slavic pair according to the dictionary [31], in

addition, we use a fully electronic dictionary [38] for search.
Stages 1L—4L (“L” for Latin).

Repeat steps 1-4 for the Latin — Slavic pair according to the dictionary [33]. For

search we also use [27], which is completely marked up in electronic form.
Stage 5.

Use one of the obtained tables (etymologies in one language pair) as a base. Add the
third column — the estimated PIE root proto-form. Add the fourth column — the supposed
semantics of this root. Add two more columns for the two remaining branches.

Add the information of the two remaining branches in accordance with the proposed
proto-forms. If there is a conflict between the 4 branches, split the row in two.

Stage 6.

Try to fill the gaps in Indo-Iranian etymologies using the etymological dictionary of
Iranian languages [10] and the etymological dictionary of Iranian verb [20].

Try to fill the gaps in Greek etymologies using the Hesychius dictionary (which also
contains Macedonian words).

Try to fill the gaps in Italo-Celtic etymologies using the etymological dictionary of
Latin and the other Italic languages [21] and the etymological dictionary of proto-Celtic [22].
Unfortunately, we can’t use the material of Romance languages not reflected in Latin — there
is still no etymological dictionary of Romance languages, except the single-volume dictionary
of 1864 [18].

Stage 7.

We have a table with 2, 3 or 4 matches for each PIE proto-form. Discard rows with

2 matches. Try to fill the gaps in the rows with 3 matches using other dictionaries.
Stage 8.

Sort the table by Balto-Slavic column, looking through it and trying to find repeated
uses of words. If possible, leave unique interpretations in the first place in such cells, most
corresponding to the available data of all branches in their rows.

Stage 9.

Sort the table by the expected PIE meanings, trying to avoid repetitions and to find all
the terms of Swadesh list [37, pp. 456—457], and if possible, the terms of Basic English.

The result of the study is all the rows found with 4 matches. According to preliminary
estimates, there will be over 1,000 of them.

3. Discussion

Advantages of the method compared with the existing PIE reconstruction technique:
comparisons are made anew, which limits the inclusion of defective etymologies that
have appeared in the literature before the discovery of sound laws.

For example, let's look at the pair: Lat. equus — Greek inmoc. By its form inmog
(Byzantine encyclopedia Etymologicum Magnum gives ikkog, *k¥ is also confirmed
by the Mycenaean written data) must come from PIE *sikVk¥-, and equus — from PIE
*ekv-.

— *ekv- regularly corresponds to Greek &m-oyov 'saddle-cloth, housing’ (the
second part — from Oy 'to carry‘), Rus. eknyTs ‘to slam, to bang, to hit’ and Sanskr.
3% ak- ‘to wind or move tortuously; to go’.

— *sikvkv- corresponds to Rus. cek-cek ‘interjection for calling horses’ (PIE *1>
Slav. ), and with o-grade *soik"k¥- (PIE *oi > Lat. i) — Lat. succussor 'a jolter, said
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of a horse' ~ succiitio (usually derived from sub-quatid, despite the counter-examples,
such as, for -q-: ac-quird ~ quaerd, for -a-: suc-cavus ~ cavus) and Sanskr. &= sek- (PIE
*01 > Vedic Sanskr. ai > Sanskr. e) 'to move’.

In this pair, a trace of early linguistic thought is evident, with the search for cognates
using translation.

Another textbook example: Lat. nidus ~ Greek. yopuvog ~ Sanskr. 7 nagna. Formally,
the first corresponds to PIE *noid-, the second — to PIE *gum-n- or *g¥om-n-, the
third — to PIE *neg-n- or *neg"-n-.

— *noid- corresponds to Rus. Henpa, Czech nadra (PIE *oi > Slav. ¢€) 'breast,
bosom, sinus' ([13] equates them to the word "sxpo", which has no such meanings),
Greek vnovg (it is possible with vocalization *n€id-) 'belly, entrails, mother's womb',
Sanskr. 7€ neda ‘near’.

— *gvom-n- corresponds to Rus. rynsseiit ‘bald’, Lat. vanus 'empty' (PIE *mn >
Lat. n, not to be confused with PIE *pn > Lat. mn), without the suffix: Sanskr. Tgama
‘(in math.) removal (as of fractions)’, from the Sanskr. 7 gam — 'to go, to come, to
go away' — also Lith. gimti ‘to be born’ and Lat. ventus ‘arrival’. The same root in the
form of *g“¥m-n- is reflected in the Greek. faive (PIE *-m- > Greek -a-, PIE *-niV- >
Greek. —inV-) ‘go, go away’ (the variation yv/Ba is the same as in Greek yvvr)/Bava
'woman’), and in the form of *g*em-n- — in Lat. venid (PIE *mn > Lat. n) ‘come,
approach’. Beekes [19, p. 192] argues that *g¥m- gives Greek ban- (before 1), Lat.
ven- (before a plosive) by itself.

— *neg“- in zero grade *ng%- corresponds to Lat. inguen 'groin, abdomen,
genitals’, Greek *&Bo/aBn ‘pubis’ (obviously, long ago confused with &fo/1)fn ‘youth’
and in all known texts written exactly this way), and in o-grade *nog"- — Rus. Haro#,
Lit. nogas 'naked’.

So, instead of three decent reconstructions, we have one defective, mindlessly
wandering from one book to another.

phonetic laws are not taken for granted but are explicitly deduced. Although there is some
subjectivism of the researcher, when he assumes possible phonetic correspondences
by typology (some of them are later eliminated).

when searching for comparisons, we can find new laws on a much larger array of cases
compared to lists from the literature.

no examples with 2-3 random languages out of a dozen. Many such examples
can be coincidences (it is especially easy to find coincidences between Satom and
Centum languages, or between languages strongly destroyed phonetically). Moreover,
the reconstruction consists of examples not for any 4 languages, but for specific
4 languages, — that is much more reliable. In the table form, it will be filled with data
completely, not consisting mainly of empty cells (unlike, for example, the table by
Lopez-Menchero [28]).

when searching for comparisons, we are not limited to a given PIE proto-form, which
might be based on a defective etymology.

we obtain not a collection of randomly found special cases (as in [35] — with
15 roots meaning ‘swell (schwellen)’, because it’s easy to pull semantics on), but a
fairly complete coverage of PIE as a system, because we consider PIE as a language.
Of course, we must keep in mind that, for example, in Russian there are 166 words
meaning ‘snow, ice’, 25 words meaning ‘horse’, and 25 words meaning ‘dog’ [8].
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Disadvantages of the method compared to the ideal:

From Greek, Latin and Sanskrit, almost all the roots are tried, but not all of Baltic
and Slavic roots. Even for Slavic languages the root list is being compiled since 1961
and still not finished [14]. In some cases, we can use large lists of Slavic roots (for
example, to find matches on Greek y-, ¥-, B-, we prepare a list of Russian roots on -,
x-, 3- from [13]).

Theoretically possible that the same algorithm, linked not to the Balto-Slavic, but
to a different branch, would give a 3-match row after merging three tables, where
the 4th cell is to be filled at stage 7, using additional Baltic and Slavic dictionaries.
Unfortunately, this method does not allow to find such triples (and the resulting fours).
It’s quite difficult for a non-speaker to find Baltic matches. This way we might lose
some Balto-Slavic roots. Just in case, we can make another pass later: write out all
the roots from the Lithuanian dictionary (for example, [29]), then paste them into the
common table. To reduce labor costs, we can skip Lithuanian roots with known Slavic
matches: take the list of Lithuanian roots, find Slavic matches for them, then compare
the unmatched roots to other branches. Authors’ preliminary estimate for Lithuanian
roots on a-, g-, Z-, gave an intersection with Slavic by 80% (21% of these etymologies
contain defects). We are also working on Swadesh list for proto-Balto-Slavic (at an
author’s website [9]) — possible proto-roots are already found for all 207 terms, and
all of them have PIE etymology.

The merging of three tables is completely manual. This is because a single cell can
contain several interpretations (their number, in principle, is not limited). If we divide
the cells and duplicate the remaining information, it will be difficult to edit such a
table at the initial stages. To organize a relational database, we will need a complex
software product to present and edit data in visual form.

The search for etymologies (the most labor-intensive stage) is not automated. This
is due to the fact that many dictionaries are not available to researchers in the form
of text files, and those that are available are not marked up for machine processing.
Theoretically, we can find words and interpretations by parsing the text and output
all possible proto-forms. But this will give a lot of “garbage” data that will have to
be “cleaned out manually”. In addition, to automatically search for etymologies, you
need a fairly complete database of semantic transitions and bilingual dictionaries with
software interface (because the interpretations in dictionaries are given in different
languages).

The evaluation of etymologies is not automated. Since there is no sufficiently
complete database of semantic transitions, the evaluation of possibility of intersection
or derivability of the semantics of two words should be made by a person. This can be
done simultaneously with the search for etymologies.

4. Results
At the time of writing, only the Greek and Latin parts for *g-, *g’-, *gh-, *g'h-, *gw-

have been collected. They are summarized in a common table, where the Sanskrit part is
added to roots common to three other branches (the full Sanskrit part is not compiled yet).

We were mostly limited with Latin, where were just around 300 roots available for

comparison (g-, h-, v-), versus 400 in Greek (y-, x-, B-), 400 in Lithuanian (g-, Z-), and 600 in
Russian (-, k-, 3-; see below about x-, m1-).
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Using this data, we have found the following number of matches for all 4 branches

(we also added words with the specified consonants not in the first position):

— *g: 18 quality matches, 5 with defects in vowel length, 21 with serious defects.

— *gh: 13 quality matches, 8 with defects in vowel length, 17 with serious defects.

— *g’: 17 quality matches, 6 with defects in vowel length, 7 with serious defects.

— *g’h: 16 quality matches, 3 with defects in vowel length, 6 with serious defects.

— *aw: 15 quality matches, 8 with defects in vowel length, 21 with serious defects.
This is the answer to the claim of abovementioned macrocomparativists (the order of
languages is Russian — Latin — Greek — Sanskrit, if not noted otherwise):

We have found only 4 full matches for *gwh in all positions (cHer, nerkwuii, A1eroTh,

xap), that make us doubt the existence of this phoneme. Using the word brevis < *mréghu-
as an example, we can explain Latin levis ~ nerkuii. «/lerots» can be traced not to téppa/
téppn ‘ash’, but to teyvaw ‘make’ (like ‘to cook’ and ‘to burn clay’). As for «xap», instead of
translation of it by dictionary (6¢pog ‘heat’) we can use yapua/xdpun ‘eagerness for combat’.
Greek vipdg -adog ‘snow, snowflake’, velipw/vipw ‘to snow’ may be due to contamination
with vépog ‘cloud’.

An interesting group of words was also found: Slavic x- ~ Latin h- ~ Greek (o)y- ~

Sanskrit gh- (>h-), which we are reconstructing as *(s)gh- (initially proposed by Illich-Svitych
[7], but there were no 4-way examples). The first language is Russian if not noted otherwise:

Sanskr. heya ‘to be abandoned’ (*sghei- ‘to split’?);

manuth ‘to play pranks’ — Lat. horror ‘horror’ (hol-r-?) — Greek yAeim ‘joke’ —
Sanskr. ghrpa ‘horror’ (*sghel- ‘to scare’);

xomuTh ‘to care for’— Lat. h&luor ‘to spend immoderately’ — Greek yAidn ‘luxury’ —
Sanskr. harmya ‘house of a wealthy person’;

Hexarb ‘to let off” (He- ‘not’) — Lat. haered ‘to stop” — Greek oydw ‘to stop” —
Sanskr. ha ‘abandoning, avoiding’.

The number of examples for the unambiguous *sgh- is limited by the preserved Greek

words. We can only suppose *sgh- at Slavic *x-, not always (for example, there are expressive
alternations: cMypbIif/XMypBIH, CI0MI-/XJI0M-).
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The s-mobile problem is still waiting for its researcher. We can note Greek opidpatva/
popava ‘sea-eel or murry’, opOE@V/POEwvV presumably ‘grey mullet’, opvpvo/poppa
‘myrrh’, opukpo-/pikpo- ‘small’, opoapidn/papiin ‘smoldering coal, heat’, ocxOAAapog/
KOAApog presumably ‘hermit crab’, ckopdVA0c/KopdVAOG ‘water-newt’, oyepog ‘mainland’/
xépoog ’dry’. In Balto-Slavic: Rus. Tona/crona ‘ream’, Tenn/ctens ‘shadow’, ckposb/uepes
‘through’, kopa ~ Pol. skora ‘bark (of a tree)’, Pol. krzydto/skrzydto ‘wing’, Rus. mypsbrit/cmy-
poiit ‘gloomy’, Rus. Topuats ~ Bulg. cTepud ‘to stick up’, OCS Toyxas/cToyxas ‘alien’, OCS
nneBaty ~ Lith. spjauti ‘to spit’, Lith. kabéti ‘to hang’ ~ Rus. cko6a ‘cramp, staple’, Czech
¢iry ~ Pol. szczery ‘clear’, Serb. kviriti ‘to spoil’ ~ Rus. ckBepna ‘dirt’.

We have also found another possible source for Slavic *x: ~ Lat. h- ~ Greek ox- ~
Sansk. ch-, reconstructed as *sk’-:

5. Conclusion
This paper raises issues of PIE reconstruction completeness and of allocation of its
lexical core. The research will continue, and as it progresses, the authors will publish tables

of cognates that could be used in future work (online resource [9]).

Let’s note the factors that directly affect the degree of development of the problem:

— There is still no complete etymological dictionary of Greek dialects (in particular,
taking into account Tsakonian and Italiot Greek) and a serious etymological dictionary
of Romance languages. For Slavic languages such a dictionary is being compiled for
many years and is still not published to the end;

— Many dictionaries (largely due to the existing business model) are not available to
researchers as text files, and those that are available are not marked up for machine
processing;

— There is no sufficiently complete database of semantic transitions;
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Baltic and Slavic languages are not well involved in the reconstruction of the PIE.
However, in the territory of the former USSR, little Indo-European study is carried
out, so it's hard to assemble a team to compile a full dictionary (specialists of necessary
profile are mainly engaged in macro-comparativistics);

Certain traditions make it necessary to spend time not on searching for cognates, but
on compiling a bibliography for them, which is not used in practice (the value of the
theory should not depend on who expressed it, it is only important to provide data for
verification);

The theme is bogged down by a lot of fragmentary works, which creates the illusion
of sufficient knowledge, the illusion of infinity, and a negative attitude to attempts to
reform the situation.

However, let us hope that the indefatigable philological thought will eventually fill

these lacunae in comparative linguistics. The theory of language will also undoubtedly find
its dedicated enthusiasts, opening up new horizons in science.

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Abstract: Nikolo-Malitsky monastery is situated in a few kilometers from Tver and is
traditionally thought to be founded in the 16™ century. During its existence the monastery
saw several cardinal renovations in the 17", 18" centuries and in the early 21" century.
The most enigmatic period in the history of Malitsky monastery was in the late 17th
century when two stone temples were built there. Those constructions were demolished
in the middle of the 18" century during the rebuilding of the whole monastery complex
funded by the Shuvalovs. But among the preserved documents there is a contract of 1675
which contains a detailed description of the cathedral of Nikolo-Malitsky monastery
expected to be built. Information about a purchaser and masters who built the temple
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is also found in this source. The most significant fact mentioned in the document of the
17" century is the precept of a ktitor for the masters who had to take as a model for Tver
church the cathedral of Saviour in the Woods in Kremlin. Judging by the characteristic
of future construction given in the document the Moscow specimen was really repeated
in the middle of 1670-es in Nikolo-Malitsky monastery.

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VIRGIN OF EGYPT OF 1734:
TECHNOLOGICAL FEATURE
OF THE EARLIEST DATED NEV'JANSK ICON
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Abstract: This study provides the results of microscopic analysis on the icon —
radiography, ultraviolet and infrared photography, chemical analysis of pigments and
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levkas (gesso). All late restoration interventions are listed; the technique and technology
of the icon are described in detail. The icon, “Virgin of Egypt”, (E. Roizman collection,
Ekaterinburg) is in good condition despite just a few restoration interventions. In the
course of research the author was able to prove the authenticity of the inscription on the
icon's lower field specifying the date of its creation. This allows us to claim that icon
painting in Nev’jansk existed as early as the 1730s. The painting technique, technology
and pigments used for making paints are chronologically identified and generally
correspond to the technology of Russian icon painting in the period 1700 to 1735. Thus,
synthetic azurite, indigo, cinnabar, red lead, ocher, white lead and red organic pigment
were used for the manufacture of paints. The work also included a so-called “double
(dvoynik)” — a thin leaf of silver fused with a thin leaf of gold. The paper revealed a
number of peculiarities of the stratigraphy of facial painting (“lichnoe”), allowing us to
cautiously assume that the author of Virgin of Egypt was familiar with the technique of
facial painting known and used among icon painters in the Capital. A similar stratigraphy
was identified on the icon, “Our Lady of Kazan”, by Kirill Ulanov (dated 1720), which
was also examined at the State Research Institute for Restoration in 2013.

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ABOUT CHEST PRODUCTS OF VELIKY NOVGOROD

Abstract: Among many types of applied art that had reached brilliant flourishing in
Veliky Novgorod was the production of chests and caskets. Yet its history attracted not
enough attention from Russian researchers. A review of the sources reveals an interesting
picture: information on the history of chests and caskets has been preserved, but it is
fragmentary and, in most cases, indirect. The purpose of this paper is to identify on the
basis of available material the picture of the development of Novgorod chest production
and to determine its features. The tasks are the generalization of the information about the
chest products of Novgorod and an analysis of preserved items and the reconstruction of
lost items. The fragments of birch bark boxes from the collection of Novgorod Museum
provide some useful information. Taking into account certain features of the history and
culture of Novgorod, the author proved it possible to reconstruct some aspects related
to the manufacturing technique and the artistic style of ancient chest products (12—13
centuries). The product of the master Samuel and the casket of archbishop Euthymius
can give an idea about the chest production of the 14™-15" centuries. Despite the
devastation of the city by Ivan the Terrible, the chest production did not fold — in the
16™ century many masters associated with the chest production were mentioned in the
Scribe books. In the 18™ century the production was in deep decline. This was true
for the whole industry. Over time the Novgorod trunk production has lost all-Russian
significance and has become an exclusively local artistic phenomenon. With periods of
decline and prosperity it existed until the 20" century.

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THE ISSUE OF TEXT AND CONTEXT
IN THE BOOK OF POEMS BY SERGEI YESENIN “MY WAY”:
EXPERIENCE OF ILLUSTRATION AND DESIGN
BY ALENA DERGILEVA

Abstract: The paper explores design process and illustrating of the exclusive book
of poems by Sergei Yesenin “My way” (2017) by the famous Moscow artist Alena
Dergileva (Elena Ivanovna Dergileva) and by “Lamartis” publishing house. The analysis
of the determining of the General design concept of the book, the principles of work on
illustrations allowed to reveal the features of the relationship between poetic creations
and vicissitudes of the times of their creation. The reflection of the time context in the
graphics allowed taking a fresh look at the meaning of the text. In general, the issue
lem is considered against the general background of the history of domestic illustration
of the works by the great Russian poet with his image established before Dergileva's
illustrative array. One of peculiarities of illustrating a number of books came to be
an inclusion of both subject compositions and images of the poet in different periods
of life: from the time of his first arrival in Moscow to his death in 1925. Dergileva
interprets the changing appearance of the poet as an integral part of the historical
time — the time of a bloody turning point in the fate of Russia. Combining the pictures
of Moscow streets, troubled by revolutionary events, with intimate portraits of the Great
Russian poet forms a complex plot and graphic subtext that allows you realizing the
depth of seemingly simple poetic lines. An experienced portraitist and master of book
illustration, Dergileva carefully draws the changes taking place in the very appearance
of Yesenin — from a romantic young man to a man tired of the twists of fate, looking
deep into himself. Each of the portraits is a vivid record of a stage in the life and work
of the poet.

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HISTORY OF COLOUR AND DYES
IN THE ETHNOS OF PEOPLES OF THE WORLD

Abstract: Color and tradition are closely interrelated in any ethnic culture. The source
of color throughout human history has been natural dyes of animal and plant origin.
Isolation of historical development of the peoples of Asia, Europe and Africa, both
on a geographical and on a time scale, divides the color perception of people — the
same color being interpreted differently. There was an entire philosophy and symbolism
involved, incorporating the concept of color. The geographical location is connected to
the climatic belt, and thus to the peculiarities of the source of natural dye raw materials.
The disadvantage of any natural dye is its lack of resistance on the fabric — it blooms out.
Bright and saturated colors are expensive due to the small amount of raw materials and
difficulty of production (purple, kermes, saffron, etc.). It was only as late as in the 19th
century that synthetic dyes appeared, dramatically expanding the color range and the
ability to paint a variety of products. Synthetic dyes, unlike natural dyes, are quite firmly
fixed on the material, are cheap and accessible, and this factor has allowed synthetic
dyes to be used everywhere. However, the use of natural dyes due to environmental
conservation is now steadily reviving. An ecoprint may serve as one example of such
trends allowing for a variety of patterns on textile materials.

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ANALYSIS OF THE USE OF THE SYMBOL “BIRD”
IN COSTUME DESIGN OF FASHION COLLECTIONS 2009-2019

Abstract: The article considers main values of the ambivalent image of “bird” and
presents its comprehensive study exemplified in the collections of leading fashion houses
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0f2009-2019. The main species of birds, to which designers give their preference, have
been identified. The symbol of “bird” has become widespread in mythology and is rightly
considered one of the most mystical and ancient. The image of the bird is also widely
represented in symbols and emblematics, most often seen as a welcome and fortunate
symbol, associated for the most part with air environment, freedom, ease, connection
with creator. Depending on the species, the symbol may have different interpretations.
In the design of the costume, the symbol “bird” has experienced evolutionary changes
over the past 10 years. From direct interpretation and use of real feathers designers
move to associative techniques: unobtrusive applications, air, translucent fabrics, light
pliers and abundance of folds. The symbol “bird” is read both in whole images and in
details, accessories that complement it. The results of the study are used in the master 's
thesis dedicated to the use of fabulous symbols in the costume.
